To Celebrate the 111th Anniversary of the Delta Sigma Theta Sorority’s Founder’s Day
Body

WHEREAS, the Delta Signma Theta Sorority was founded on January 13, 1913, at Howard University
by twenty-two collegiate women upon following ideals comprising its Five-Point Programmatic Thrust:
economic development, educational development, international awareness and involvement, physical and
mental health, and political awareness and involvement; and,

WHEREAS, political involvement and advocacy to uplift and empower Black women was integral
aspect of the organization’s creation, with the first public act of the Delta Sigma Theta Sorority being at
the Women’s Sufferage March in March 1913 and its early programming focused on increasing
educational opportunities for Black women; and,

WHEREAS, the Columbus (OH) Alumnae Chapter of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Incorporated was
established in May 1934 to serve the community’s needs and is committeed to the tenants of sisterhood,
scholarship, and public service; and,

WHEREAS, tThroughout Columbus, the CAC provides numerous educational and enriching programs

SWACO determines its tipping fee rates through an established
rate-setting process in which the City of Columbus participates. BZS anticipated a supplemental contract
award from the RFQ when it executed PO383621. Therefore, this contract requires additional funding to
maintain uninterrupted service and reach its expiration date of April 30, 2024. Meanwhile, BZS will
pursue another RFQ for future services.

The contract amount
is $1,401,813.00, with alternates of $6,000.00 and a contingency of $100,000.00, for a total of
$1,507,813.00. An additional $2,000.00 is being authorized for interdepartmental inspections and fees
for a total of $1,509,813.00 being authorized by this ordinance.

In 2007, Recreation and Parks acquired 110 acres of former farmland on the city’s west side, near the
Village of Galloway. The property is located within the Big Darby Tier One Environmental Preservation
areas and is considered a key preservation site on the boundary of Columbus and the Big Darby
Watershed. As part of the acquisition, 25 acres of land was set aside for a future neighborhood park for
Columbus residents in the Laurel Greene and Southwest Airport neighborhoods.

Upon completion, the park will feature a 7,900 square foot playground, a rustic timber open-air shelter,
and an asphalt path connecting to the Camp Chase Trail and neighboring developments. The park will
also include a meandering natural surface walking loop, open green spaces, strategically placed benches,
and a well-designed park drive leading to a modest parking lot. The thoughtful design of the park aims to
not only provide recreational amenities. It will also aim to showcase and protect the inherent beauty of
the existing bluestem meadow, forested areas, and wetlands. These improvements will elevate the overall
user experience.

Construction is scheduled to start in the spring of 2024 and is expected to be completed by the late fall of
2024. This initiative not only reflects the Recreation and Parks Department’s commitment to community
well-being but also emphasizes sustainable development practices in creating a harmonious balance
between recreation and environmental preservation.

APPLICANT: Homeport; c/o Laura Comek, Atty.; 17 S. High St., Suite 700 Columbus, Ohio 43215.
PROPOSED USE: Multi-unit residential development.

CITY DEPARTMENTS' RECOMMENDATION: Approval. The site consists of one undeveloped
parcel in the CPD, Commercial Planned Development District. The requested Council variance will
allow a multi-unit residential development with a maximum of 60 units. A Council variance is necessary
because ground floor residential uses are not allowed in the CPD, Commercial Planned Development
District. Additional variances are requested to allow increased building height, to eliminate parking lot
shade tree islands, to reduce the number of required parking spaces from 80 to 60, and to replace the
approved CPD plan. The site is located within the planning area of the Northland Plan - Volume II

1. BACKGROUND

This ordinance authorizes the Director of the Department of Public Service to modify an agreement with
and provide additional funding to the Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) relative to the
FRA-3-19.92 (Westerville Rd) project, PID 106260.

The aforementioned effort, which is slated to commence in the spring of 2024, encompasses various
improvements to the stretch of SR-3 from Cleveland Avenue to SR-161, including resurfacing, pavement
widening, and bridge work.

Ordinance 0526-2023, which passed on March 6, 2023, authorized the Director of the Department of
Public Service to grant consent and propose cooperation with ODOT for the FRA-3-19.92 (Westerville
Rd) project, PID 106260.

Ordinance 3095-2023, which passed on December 11, 2023, authorized the Director of the Department
of Public Service to execute a contribution agreement or other instrument with ODOT relative to the
aforementioned project and the encumbrance and expenditure of up to $594,070.00 to support the local
share of estimated construction costs.

However, when ODOT let the project on January 11, 2024, the apparent low bid substantially exceeded
the original cost estimate, prompting ODOT to seek more funding from the Department of Public Service
to support completion of the project. The purpose of this legislation is to enable the Department of
Public Service to satisfy its additional financial obligations related to that effort.

2. FISCAL IMPACT

Funding in the amount of up to $149,920.00 is available within the Streets and Highways Bond Fund
within the Department of Public Service to support the local share of estimated construction costs.

BACKGROUND: The City’s Department of Public Service (“DPS”) is performing the Operation
Safewalks School Sidewalks Grace Street Sidewalk Project (PID 113775) (Project No. 590955-100061)
(“Public Project”). The City must acquire certain fee simple title and lesser real estate located in the
vicinity of Grace Street - Eureka Avenue to Orel Avenue (collectively, “Real Estate”) in order for DPS to
timely complete the Public Project. The City passed Ordinance Numbers 0217-2021 and 2196-2021
authorizing the City Attorney to acquire the Real Estate. Furthermore, the City also adopted Resolution
0158X-2023 establishing the City’s intent to appropriate the Real Estate. The City’s acquisition of the
Real Estate will help make, improve, or repair certain portions of the public right-of-way located in the
vicinity of Grace Street - Eureka Avenue to Orel Avenue which will be open to the public without
charge.

The City Attorney, pursuant to Columbus City Code, Section 909.03, served notice to all of the owners
of the Real Estate of the (i) Public Project’s public purpose and necessity, and (ii) adoption of Resolution
0158X-2023. However, the City Attorney was unable to either locate some of the Real Estate’s owner(s)
or agree with some of the Real Estate’s owner(s) in good faith regarding the amount of just
compensation.

FISCAL IMPACT: Funding to acquire the Real Estate is available through the Streets and Highways

Explanation

BACKGROUND: The Department of Public Safety entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement with
Franklin County for the receipt of wireless 9-1-1 Government Assistance Funds as authorized by
Ordinance 0042-2010 in January 2010. The wireless 9-1-1 fund was established due to the State of Ohio
passing SB 361 which enacted a service charge of 28 cents per month for each wireless telephone
number in the State of Ohio. Therefore, pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 307.15, this ordinance
authorizes the Director of the Department of Public Safety to renew an Intergovernmental Agreement
between the City of Columbus and Franklin County concerning wireless 9-1-1 Funds (Governmental
Assistance Funds). Franklin County is responsible for the distribution of the Wireless 9-1-1 Government
Assistance Funds received from the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio and from the Ohio Department
of Taxation beginning January 1, 2020.

Ohio Revised Code Section 128.57 allows for the continuation of a monthly fee billed to each wireless
telephone number in the State of Ohio. The wireless service providers are required to bill for, collect,
and remit the charges to the state which, in turn, distributes the proceeds to the eighty-eight counties in
Ohio. The proceeds are disbursed to various jurisdictions based on the number of wireless service
subscribers in the county. The funds are to pay for the subdivision's equipment and personnel costs of
the Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP) providing the wireless enhanced 9-1-1 system, including call
taking and dispatching operations. The City of Columbus is one of five PSAP agencies to receive funds
from the proceeds in Franklin County.

FISCAL IMPACT: The City of Columbus is the largest PSAP in Franklin County by population and
by virtue of receiving approximately three quarters of all wireless 9-1-1 calls. The funds will be used to
partially pay personnel costs of those employees engaged in wireless 9-1-1 call taking and dispatching
operations. The city has received between $1.5 million and $1.7 million annually since 2014, and
anticipates receiving approximately $1.98 million in 2024.

Emergency Designation: Emergency legislation is necessary to ensure there is no lapse in the receipt of
these critical funds.

Background:

This Ordinance is submitted to settle the lawsuit captioned James England v. City of Columbus, et al.,
United States District Court Case No. 2:17-cv-104, in the amount of Three Hundred Thousand Dollars
($300,000.00).

On or about February 6, 2015, Officers Keith Abel, Douglas Fulwider, Amando Dungey and Sergeant
Kenneth Griffis arrested James England for a felony assault warrant. During the arrest, Plaintiff was shot
and injured by Officer Keith Abel. The facts and circumstances (“the Incident”) are more fully described
in Plaintiff’s Complaint filed in the lawsuit captioned James England v. City of Columbus, Ohio, et al.,
United States District Court Case No. 2:17-cv-104 pending in the Southern District of Ohio (“the
Lawsuit”). Plaintiff named Keith Abel, Douglas Fulwider, Amando Dungey, Sergeant Kenneth Griffis
and The City of Columbus as defendants in the Lawsuit. Douglas Fulwider, Amando Dungey and
Kenneth Griffis were previous dismissed from the Lawsuit. In the Lawsuit, Mr. England alleged a)
violation of his Fourth Amendment right to be free from excessive force against Keith Abel; and b) a
§1983 municipal liability claim against the City of Columbus.

The City Attorney’s Office and the Director of the Department of Public Safety recommend approval of
the settlement as being in the best interest of the City.

Fiscal Impact:

This ordinance authorizes the settlement of a lawsuit captioned James England v. City of Columbus, et
al., United States District Court Case No. 2:17-cv-104; Funds were not specifically budgeted for this
settlement; however, sufficient monies are available within Finance’s Citywide Account for this purpose.

Explanation

BACKGROUND

This legislation authorizes the Director of the Department of Development to enter into grant agreements
in an amount up to $1,499,661.00 with the Young Women’s Christian Association, Young Men’s
Christian Association of Central Ohio, Community Development For All People, Huckleberry House
Inc., The Open Shelter Inc., and Southeast Inc., in order to assist in the repair of an emergency shelter
serving individuals and families experiencing homelessness. These grants agreement will include an
advancement of funds on a pre-determined schedule.

The YWCA Columbus Family Center offers a range of services, including emergency shelter,
transportation services, housing-search resources, and an employment resource center. The City’s funds
will address the center’s renovation and roof repairs. Approval is also requested for reimbursement of
expenses incurred prior to execution of the purchase order, starting November 1, 2023.

The Young Men’s Christian Association of Central Ohio operates the Van Buren Shelter that houses
families, women, and men experiencing homelessness and provides case management, employment
resources, and housing search assistance. The City funds will replace the cooling tower, address other
center renovations, and install exterior light fixtures. Approval is also requested for reimbursement of
expenses incurred prior to execution of the purchase order, starting November 1, 2023.

Community Development For All People (CD4AP) is an organization that provides essential services to
the communities located on the south side of Columbus. The City’s funds will be used for center
renovations, including flooring and installing motion lights and cleaning of the air handling unit.
Huckleberry House is an organization that provides shelter, support, and guidance to young people
between the ages of 12 and 24 in crisis. The City’s funds will be used for center renovation, new
appliances, and replacement of windows.

The Open Shelter is a daytime drop-in center. They provide essential services such as sack lunches,
telephone and fax services, legal mailing address, and assistance with ID cards. The City’s funds will be
used to install a commercial kitchen.

Southeast Inc. operates The Friends of the Homeless (FOH) shelter that provides emergency housing to
highly vulnerable men and women. The City’s funds will be used for renovation to increase capacity.
These renovations include increasing the number of toilets and urinals, replacing the bathroom flooring,
painting all interior spaces, replacing lockers, and adding more beds and showers. Approval is also
requested for reimbursement of expenses incurred prior to execution of the purchase order, starting
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November 1, 2023.

Emergency action is necessary to promptly complete this work to enable these organizations to serve
individuals and families experiencing homelessness for the remainder of the winter season.

FISCAL IMPACTS

The City is committing funds from the 2023 Capital Improvement Budget ($1,499,661.00) to the
emergency shelter repairs. Repairs are scheduled to be completed in the time period of the individual
agreements.

Explanation

This ordinance authorizes the City Clerk to enter into contract with Ohio State University for the
creation of Immigrant Refugee, and Migrant Town Halls. Approval is also requested for reimbursement
of expenses incurred prior to execution of the purchase order, starting October 1, 2023.

Immigrants and refugees are vibrant and vital to the City of Columbus. In 2019, they contributed $353
million dollars to state and local taxes. Immigrants contribute to the economic development of this city
and we have long seen an impact in our historic neighborhoods like German Village, Italian Village, and
Hungarian Village. As thousands have resettled and continue to resettle here, they often face barriers or
are unable to access resources. These town halls will speak directly with immigrants, refugees, and
migrants in Columbus to delve deep into the issues these communities face, and the ways the City can
ensure that all residents can access the city in a comfortable way.

The City of Columbus utilized a Request for Proposals (RFP) process to identify and assess Facilitators
to conduct moderated focus groups and listening sessions to hear from immigrants, refugees, and
migrants with the goal of creating a plan for an inclusive City of Columbus. Proposals were submitted in
response to RFP021968 in accordance with the relevant provisions of Chapter 329 of the Columbus City
Codes, and Ohio State University received the highest overall score from the RFP committee for the role
of facilitator.

These town halls will:

. Provide outreach to immigrant, refugee, and migrant populations in Columbus so that
they are engaged and informed of the process;

. Collect the ideas and opinions of immigrants, refugees, and migrants in Columbus
about policies resources, and other areas affecting their integration and sense of belonging;

. Articulate themes and priorities from the listening sessions to inform the City;

. Create a report that provides recommendations and concrete action steps for the City

and Community Stakeholders.

Ordinance 2187-2022 authorized the City Clerk to enter into contract with Ohio State University for the
creation of Immigrant Refugee, and Migrant Town Halls. That contract expired before the work of
creating the town halls was finished. This ordinance will allow for that work to be completed.

Throughout December 2023 and January 2024 over 300 households were relocated to temporary housing
due to unsafe and unhealthy conditions at the Colonial Village Apartment complex.

The number of residents being temporarily housed by the Community Shelter Board has grown to 1300
since the initial $600,000.00 was allocated for this project on December 14, 2023.

Background: Columbus City Council and various City Departments have a need to purchase food and/or
beverage items for various programs and events throughout the year. As such, Ordinance 3197-2022
amended the City Purchasing Code by adding sections 329.35and 329.351. Section 329.35 added code
language regarding the purchase of food and beverages for a public purpose and Section 329.351 added
code language regarding the purchase of equipment for public purpose. Pursuant to these additions to
City Purchasing Code, the Department of Finance and Management enacted a Food and Beverage Policy
that provided guidelines to City Departments for the processing of related expenditures. It has become
necessary to amend Section 329.35 and the related Food and Beverage Policy to align with best practices
and to conform to the intent of the original code language.

Columbus City Council and City departments host employee recognition, training, and staff development
events which both recognize and honor employees for work related achievements and train and develop

staff for better programmatic and service delivery to the community.

Emergency action is requested to ensure that necessary code and policy revisions align with passage of
the 2024 Operating Budget.

WHEREAS, the health and welfare of residents of the City of Columbus, the public at large, and
municipal officers and/or employees is paramount; and

WHEREAS, enhancing public engagement, facilitating public meetings, and providing for the efficient
operation of the city serves a public purpose; and

community serves a public purpose; and

WHEREAS, the ability to provide food, refreshments, snacks, meals, mementos, or other like amenities

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operations of the Department of Finance &
Management in that it is immediately necessary to amend Section 329.35 and the related Food and
Beverage Policy to align with best practices and to conform to the intent of the original code language in
time for passage of the 2024 Operating Budget ; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBLUS:
Section 1. That Section 329.35 be amended as follows:

329.35 - Purchase of food and beverages for a public purpose
(A) The authorizations in this section are granted for the public purpose of better providing for the health
and welfare of residents of the City of Columbus, the public at large, and municipal officers and/or
employees by enhancing public engagement, facilitating public meetings, and providing for the efficient
operation of the city.
(B) Absent any existing restrictions and/or prohibitions on the use of funds for this purpose, funds may
be expended, and the expenditure is declared to be a public purpose, in order to provide food,
refreshments, snacks, meals, mementos, or other like amenities and, if necessary, to rent a site or venue
for the following:
(1) Community programs and events sponsored by the City; and

(2) Events honoring employees for work-related achievements and/or contributions to the
community.

(3) Employee development programs to train and prepare staff for better programmatic and service
delivery to the community.

(4) Extraordinary circumstances where food and beverage are needed for employee safety or

program delivery.
(C) The Director of the Department of Finance and Management is authorized to review and approve

contracts with vendors to obtain the food, refreshments, snacks, meals, mementos, or other like amenities
and to rent sites or venues under division (B) of this section, payable from funds appropriated for this
purpose, so long as the expenditure meets both of the following criteria:

(1) The expenditure is integral to the successful execution or completion of a program, event, or
engagement; and

(2) The expenditure is not manifestly arbitrary or unreasonable, as prescribed by the rules
promulgated under Section 329.35(E).

(D) The Director of the Department of Finance and Management, or the Director's designee, shall review
all expenditures of funds for the procurement of food, refreshments, snacks, meals, mementos, or other
like amenities and to rent sites or venues as provided for in division (B) to assure compliance with the
criteria outlined in division (C). No funds shall be expended under this section without the prior, written
authorization of the Director of the Department of Finance and Management and no such authorization
shall be given unless the request is found by the Director to comply with the criteria listed in divisions
(B) and (C).

(E) The Director of the Department of Finance and Management is hereby empowered to adopt,
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promulgate, and enforce rules and regulations related to the administration and enforcement of the
provisions of this section, and which shall establish, but are not limited to, the following standards:
(1) A per-person, per-meal cost not to exceed the applicable per diem by meal established by
location as set by the Federal General Services Administration;
(2) Maximum allowable delivery fees, services charges, and gratuities.

(F) To be effective, the rules and regulations promulgated by the Director pursuant to this section must
be filed with the City Clerk and approved by ordinance of Council.

(G) The procurement process for food, beverages, refreshments, snacks, meals, mementos, or other like
amenities shall be as otherwise provided for in this chapter.

(H) The use of funds under this section to procure alcoholic beverages is strictly prohibited.

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RULE AND REGULATION NO. 24-01 January 2024
Division of Water
Department of Public Utilities

SUBJECT: WATER SERVICE TAP REQUIREMENTS

Pursuant to the authority granted under Columbus City Codes Chapter 1101, the Director of the Department of Public
Utilities hereby adopts, establishes, and publishes this rule and regulation to be effective at the earliest date allowed by law.
This rule and regulation supersedes Division of Water Rule and Regulation 23-01, published April 8, 2023 and April 15,
2023, in the Columbus City Bulletin, Columbus, Ohio. This rule and regulation is in addition to any established
requirements that have not been superseded or rescinded by this or any previous act.

APPLICATION:

This regulation applies to every building, structure, or parcel of land requiring Water Service from the City of Columbus,
Division of Water, including retail contract areas. This rule and regulation excludes Water Service in wholesale contract
areas.

DEFINITIONS:

Owner: A person or entity whose name appears on the recorded deed of ownership with the pertinent County Auditor's
Office.

Water Service:  water supplied from a tap and service line connected to the City of Columbus, Division of Water
distribution system.

Private Water System: A water system, owned and maintained by the property owner, extending from the tap, as defined
by City Code, onto the premises to be served. It shall include the connection to the tap and all necessary piping and
appurtenances before, after and including the meter for both the domestic and fire protection service lines.

GENERAL REGULATION:
The following are required to receive Water Service from the City of Columbus, Division of Water.

1. An application for Water Service shall be submitted for all new service connections or when a change occurs to an
existing tap's service area. A plat or deed shall be submitted as part of the application process.

2. Except as permitted under subparagraphs (a), (b), (¢), (d), (e), or (f) below, Water Service from a single tap will only
be permitted to buildings or structures located on a single parcel of land and which single parcel of land is
identified by a single tax parcel identification number. Whenever any parcel of land is split or divided and the
split or divided parcel(s) are assigned separate tax parcel identification numbers, such split or divided parcel(s)
shall require a separate tap.

The foregoing limitations notwithstanding, Water Service may be provided by a single tap upon approval of the
Director of the Department of Public Utilities under the following circumstances:

(a) to real property comprised of residential units that are individually owned and are subject to a condominium
declaration pursuant to O.R.C. Chapter 5311 or 5312, provided that

i. all unit owners are required to be members of an owners association that governs the
community; and

ii. the owners association is and remains responsible for the maintenance, repair, and replacement
of all common water lines; and

iii. the owners association maintains a property interest in the common water lines for these
purposes.

(b) to a single building containing more than one parcel, which parcels have common walls, floors, and/or
ceilings, and none of which are physically separable from any other such parcel; or

(c) toresidential real property that is authorized by Columbus City Council as a Traditional Neighborhood
Development (TND) or as a Planned Unit Development (PUI)), and that is subject to a mandatory
homeowners association that will be responsible for payment to the City of Columbus for water
consumption and any other water-related charges, and for the maintenance of said real property's Private
Water System. Authorization of residential real property as a TND or PUD by the legislative authority of
a retail contract municipality may, subject to the approval of the Director of the Department of Public
Utilities, be acceptable if such zoning is equivalent to the TND or PUD zoning for the City of Columbus,
and a mandatory home owners association shall be responsible for payment to the City of Columbus for
water consumption and any other water-related charges and for the maintenance of said real property's
Private Water System; or

(d) to real property that is authorized by Columbus City Council as a New Community District (NCD) under
Ohio Revised Code Chapter 349, of which at least 50 percent of the total area is comprised of a former
landfill or other brownfield site that is, and will in perpetuity remain, subject to oversight by the Ohio
Environmental Protection Agency for any filling, grading, excavation, construction, or other related
activities. The New Community Authority (NCA) associated with the NCD shall be responsible for
payment to the City of Columbus for water consumption and any other water-related charges and for the
maintenance of the NCD's Private Water System. The NCA shall notify each owner of property within
the NCD of the NCA's responsibilities as related to water service. If the NCD or NCA should at any time
cease to exist, construction of separate water service lines for each parcel will be required. If any parcel
is removed from the NCD, construction of separate water service lines for such parcel will be required,
or

(e)

i.  to residential real properties, excluding single family properties, that are part of an approved phased
development, of which more than one phase has been constructed prior to February 24, 2015,
with previously constructed phase(s) receiving Water Service from a single tap and that the City
of Columbus anticipated the subsequent phases would receive Water Service from a single tap,
or

ii.  to residential real properties constructed for the purpose of providing affordable senior or
low-income housing, the owners of which are affiliated with a single non-profit organization
recognized by the Director of the Department of Public Ultilities as being established for the
purpose of providing affordable senior or low-income housing, or

iii. to real properties owned by a single person or entity that, due to the annexation of one or more of the
parcels, are located within different property tax districts and therefore cannot be combined into
a single tax parcel, provided that, upon any a subsequent reclassification of property tax districts
such that the properties can be combined, the parcels shall be combined within ninety (90) days
of such reclassification.

However, the foregoing "i, ii, iii" only apply provided that the tap is sized sufficiently for all properties to
be served by it, and further provided that all properties receiving Water Service from such tap are subject
to binding covenants or other declarations running with the land containing terms as required by the
Director of the Department of Public Utilities, including but not limited to the following provisions:
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a restriction on the transfer of the properties to different owners
waterline cross easements for access, maintenance and repair
common management of water and sewer accounts by a single owner
compliance with applicable drinking water rules

The recorded instrument shall be recorded prior to plan approval, and shall not be modified or terminated
without the prior written approval of the Director of the Department of Public Utilities. If the terms of the
recorded instrument are not met, each property will be subject to termination of Water Service, and
construction of separate water service lines for each parcel will be required; or

(f) to any tract of land that includes a building or structure that is listed on the National Register of Historic
Places or the Columbus Register of Historic Properties, and the Water Service to said property as a result
of practical difficulties owing to the historic character of the property and its registration cannot be
separated readily, and the owner of all such divided historic parcels of land, buildings or structures have
executed binding covenants or other declarations running with the land for the benefit of the City that
shall obligate all property owners jointly and severally for the payment of the water consumption and any
other water-related charges to the City and maintenance of said real property's Private Water System.

3. Unless approved by the Director of the Department of Public Utilities, a Private Water System shall not cross through
a public right of way, public access easement, or water main easement.

4. There shall be only one (1) City owned meter per tap; and one (1) tap per City owned meter and all outlets shall be
after the meter.

These by-laws shall establish the order of procedures under which the
Clintonville Area Commission {CAC) shall execute those duties and functions set
forth in and with the authority granted under Chapter 3109 of Columbus City
Code. The Commission shall not endorse any candidate for public office.

. Membership

A. There shall be nine members of the Commission who shall be known as District Commissioners,
and each shall be elected from one of the districts set forth in Article VII. A Commissioner shall
maintain his or her residency in the district from which he or she was elected. Failure to maintain
such residency shall constitute resignation from the Commission.

B. The term of office on the Commission shall be three years, beginning at the annual meeting in
January and continuing until the annual meeting three years thereafter. Commissioners elected in
2021 will serve one three-and-a-half-year term.

C. The Commission may declare a vacancy when a member resigns or can no longer serve as a
Commissioner.

1. Asimple majority of members present at a regular meeting is sufficient to accept a
resignation and declare a vacancy.

2. If a Commissioner can no longer serve as Commissioner and a resignation is not submitted,
a vacancy exists only if at least three quarters of members present vote to declare a
vacancy.

3. If the Commission declares a vacancy at least twelve months before the term expires, the
Commission shall call for a special election to fill the unexpired term. If a vacancy is
declared less than twelve months before the term expires, the Commission shall
recommend to the Mayor a candidate for appointment to the unexpired term.

4. Inthe case of a special election, the Election Committee shall, within two weeks of the call
for a special election, announce an election date. The election date shall be at least ten
weeks after the Election Committee’s announcement. The election shall proceed using the
same schedule and process as an annual election. If only one valid candidate petition is
received for a special election, the Commission shall declare the candidate the winner of
the election and cancel the election.

5. If no special election is called, the Commission shall give public notice of the vacancy
before the date on which the Commission will vote to recommend a candidate to fill the
vacancy. The Commission shall require interested individuals to submit a petition and any
other materials it deems necessary seven days prior to the meeting at which the vacancy is
to be filled. The Commission shall, by a majority vote of members present at a scheduled
meeting, select a candidate to fill the vacancy. The Commission Secretary shall send
written notice of the successful candidate for appointment to the Mayor, pursuant to
section 3313.10 of the Columbus City Code.

D. A Commissioner who will be absent from a Commission meeting shall notify the Commission
Chairperson prior to the meeting. A Commissioner who is absent from three Commission meetings
between annual meetings without such prior notice to the Chairperson shall be deemed a
resignation and notice of such shall be communicated to the Mayor or the Mayor’s designee and
the City Council. The Secretary shall send written notice to a Commissioner who has been absent
from two meetings without prior notice to the Chairperson, informing the Commissioner that his or
her absence without prior notification from one more meeting before the next annual meeting will
constitute resignation from the Commission and notice of such shall be communicated to the
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Mayor or the Mayor’s designee and the City Council.

E. No Commissioner shall represent the Commission, except as specifically authorized by the
Commission. This shall not be construed as a restriction upon the right of the individual
Commissioners to present their own views before public or private bodies, whether in agreement
or disagreement with the Commission.
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1. Officers

A. The Commission shall elect from among its members a Chairperson, a Vice-Chairperson, a
Secretary, and a Treasurer. The officers shall be elected at the annual meeting and shall serve for
a period of one year, until the next July annual meeting.

1. The Chairperson shall be a voting member of the Commission, preside at
meetings of the Commission, prepare the agenda for the Commission meetings, approve
the spending of all funds, and, in consultation with the other Commission members,
appoint chairpersons of standing and special committees of the Commission. No person
who has served three consecutive full terms in the office of Chairperson shall be eligible
for election to a fourth consecutive term in that same office but shall be eligible for
election to any office in subsequent years.

2. The Vice-Chairperson shall perform the duties of the Chairperson in
the Chairperson's absence or incapacity. In addition, the Vice-Chairperson shall be the
Commission’s liaison with the Clintonville Resource Center and other public and private
agencies in the Clintonville area that provide social services.

3. The Secretary shall maintain a file of minutes and such other records as the
Commission may direct and shall send written notice to the Board of Zoning Adjustment
or other appropriate entities of zoning-related actions of the Commission. The minutes of
all Commission meetings shall be open to public examination. The Secretary shall
perform the duties of the Chairperson in the absence or incapacity of the Chairperson
and Vice Chairperson.

4. The Treasurer shall receive all monies and disburse all payments for the
Commission as directed by the Chairperson; shall report on the financial condition of the
Commission at each regular meeting; shall comply with the fiscal requirements within
the memorandum of agreement with the City; and shall perform other duties as directed
by the Commission.

B. Inthe event that the Chairperson, the Vice-Chairperson, and the Secretary are absent or
incapacitated, a Commissioner shall convene a regular or special meeting of the Commission, the
first order of business being the election of a Chairperson Pro Tem to preside over that meeting.

C. The Chairperson may appoint a Recording Secretary, subject to the approval of the Commission.
The Recording Secretary shall record votes, take minutes of Commission meetings, distribute
minutes and agenda to Commissioners and perform such other duties as determined by the
Commission. If there is no Recording Secretary, the Secretary shall perform the duties of the
Recording Secretary.

D. The Chairperson may appoint additional officers deemed necessary to conduct the Commission’s
business, subject to the approval of the Commission. Additional appointed officers shall serve until
the next January annual meeting.
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A.

Meetings

All meetings of the Commission shall be open to the public. The regular meetings of the
Commission shall be on the first Thursday of each month. Each meeting shall be held in the
Commission's normal place. The Commission may change the date, time, or location of the regular
meeting, providing fifteen (15) days prior notice to the public except in the event of an emergency
requiring immediate official action.

The regular meeting in January shall be known as the annual meeting and shall include the
election of officers.

Special meetings may be called by the Chairperson or by a majority of the Commissioners during a
meeting. Special meetings may also be called upon written request of at least five (5)
Commissioners to the Chairperson. The purpose of the meeting, the date, time, and location shall
be stated in the call. Except in cases of emergency requiring immediate official action, at least
three (3) days’ notice shall be given for a special meeting.

The time and place of all regularly scheduled meetings and the time, place, and purpose of all
special meetings shall be made available on the website maintained by the Commission. If no
website is maintained, the Commission shall establish a reasonable method whereby any person
may determine the time and place of all regularly scheduled meetings and the time, place, and
purpose of all special meetings. The Commission Chairperson shall provide reasonable advance
notification of Commission meetings and the agenda for Commission meetings via e-mail to any
person who requests such notification.

The quorum shall consist of a minimum of five members of the Commission. A majority of
Commissioners are present, and voting shall be required to approve a motion, except as otherwise
provided. Actions taken by the Commission shall remain in effect until amended or rescinded by
subsequent action of the Commission, unless otherwise specified in these Bylaws.

In all zoning, variance, graphics and other special permit applications, wherever initiated, and in all
matters in which Commission approval is requested by sources other than Commissioners, the

issue shall be placed initially before the Commission by a statement by the Chair, of the form, "the
question before the Commission is: Shall the application (request, proposal) for

be approved?" Once stated, this question shall immediately have the status of a main motion to
approve, subject to amendment, refer to committee, and all other actions and dispositions that
apply to such a main motion under Robert's Rules of Order Newly Revised. In particular, a motion
to disapprove such an application shall not be in order. Except as provided under referral to the
Zoning & Variance Committee, an affirmative majority of the quorum of the Commission shall be
required for approval of all such applications, requests or proposals. The Secretary shall include
the vote in any report of the Commission's action to City government bodies.

G. The Chairperson may recognize members of the public who wish to address the Commission
regarding issues under discussion. Time limits for such presentations may be set by the
Chairperson in consultation with other Commissioners.

H. Dissenting or non-concurring reports may be filed with the Secretary by a Commissioner and shall
be attached to the majority report.
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IV. Public Hearings

Upon an affirmative majority vote of the Commission at a regular or special meeting, the Commission
may hold hearings for specific purposes.
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V. Committees

A. There shall be six (6) standing committees to assist with the regular work of the Commission:
Planning & Development, Zoning & Variance, Historic Buildings Committee, Technology and
Community Relations, Greenspot, and Election. In the event a matter overlaps the area of two or
more committees the Chairperson of the Commission shall have the authority to assign such
issues to a specific committee, or charge two or more of the committees to work as a special
committee for the issue.

1. The Planning & Development Committee will
review community focused development and planning issues, including proposed
business development, civic and social development arising from the community and/or
its various civic organizations, City plans impacting Clintonville, and shall, upon the
Commission's request, prepare comprehensive social, physical, commercial and
economic planning recommendations for the Commission. The committee will explore
what Federal, State, and local funds may be available to implement plans in the
Clintonville area. The committee will provide arenas for interested parties and the
general population to participate and discuss all such issues affecting Clintonville. The
committee will work proactively with other community-based organizations to forward
the development and promotion of Clintonville in a manner consistent with the
Commission's mission statement.

2. The Zoning & Variance Committee shall regularly receive,
review and make recommendations on all applications for rezoning, variances, graphics
and other zoning adjustment appeals and special permits located wholly or partially in
the Clintonville area. The committee will consist of no fewer than seven and no more
than nine members.

a) In the event that a recommendation on a zoning matter must be reported to a City
government body before the full Commission can properly meet and take action
upon it, the Zoning & Variance Committee may proceed to make the
recommendation on the Commission's behalf, if prior to making such
recommendation, the Zoning & Variance Committee obtains approval of the
Commission Chairperson. The Commission may refer a zoning matter back to the
Zoning &Variance Committee for the adjustment of final details, and this final
adjustment shall be considered to be an action of the Commission.
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b) In the event the Commission receives from the City a demolition request for an
accessory use building in a residential district from a private home owner, the
chairperson of the Zoning & Variance Committee, the Commission Chairperson and
the District Commissioner for the district in which the demolition request is
received, may review the demolition request without a full meeting of the
Commission. The three shall review the proposed demolition; if all agree, the
demolition is deemed to be approved. If one disagrees, the matter shall be held
over until the next regular Commission meeting. The Commission Vice Chairperson
shall be called upon if the Zoning & Variance Committee chairperson or the
Commission Chairperson is also the District Commissioner for the district in which
the demolition request is received. In the event that a non-accessory building
demolition permit, including but not limited to a house, office building or school, is
received it will be heard by the Zoning & Variance Committee at its next regular
meeting and its recommendations given to the Commission for action at the next
Commission meeting.

3. Historic Buildings Committee: The Historic Buildings Committee will pursue a process to
catalogue buildings in Clintonville, with an emphasis on all buildings along High Street
and Indianola Avenue. The purpose of having an up-to-date database for historic
buildings in the CAC districts is to provide a basic understanding of which properties are
deemed architecturally or historically significant. Focused attention along the major
thoroughfares will aid the CAC in its decision-making process related to proposed
development in the community, by knowing which individual or groups of buildings are
significant in those areas. The Committee will research avenues of funding to assist
owners in maintaining and preserving historically/architecturally significant buildings.
The Committee will develop opportunities to educate citizens on Clintonville’s unique
sense of place and will collaborate on historic preservation efforts with community
groups.

4. Technology and Community Relations Committee: CAC will maintain and update a
website to aid in communicating with the community at large.

a) CAC will hold domain names as the responsible entity. Depending on what is
required, the commission chair and treasurer shall act as agents for the
commission to hold the domain names. When officers change the agents must be
changed within 30 days of the verification of the election of CAC officers.

b) CAC will form a technology committee that includes the chair, treasurer, Social
Media facilitator from the Clintonville GreenSpot Neighborhood committee and at
least one other person. The committee will:

(1) Formulate and present to the entire commission for approval rules for use
and content of the website and other commission platforms;
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(2) Oversee the maintenance, updating and payment for website hosting,
domain names and any other needs for a workable public website and other
official public communications platforms.

5. The Election Committee shall conduct elections for District
Commissioners. The Election Committee shall have all necessary authority to conduct
Commission elections, including certification of candidate and voter qualifications,
establishment of and staffing of polling places, counting of ballots, and adjudication of
disputes and challenges. The committee will consist of five Clintonville area residents
appointed by the Commission.

a) No committee member may be any of the following:
(1) a Commissioner;
(2) a candidate for election to the Commission; or

(3) a member of the immediate family or household of a candidate for the
Commission.

b) The Commission shall designate one Commissioner to serve as liaison between
the Committee and the Commission. Such liaison may be the Commission
Chairperson but shall not be a candidate for election to the Commission during
that year.

¢) The Election Committee shall propose, for consideration by the Commission at its
regular February meeting, election rules that describe the procedures by which
elections will be conducted. The committee shall conduct the Commission
elections pursuant to Article VIl and the adopted election rules and shall meet as
often as necessary.

6. Clintonville GreenSpot Neighborhood Committee: The mission of the Clintonville
GreenSpot Neighborhood Committee, as part of the Clintonville Area Commission, will
encourage green practices and sustainability in the community of Clintonville. This effort
is open to all community residents, businesses and organizations.

a) The Chair shall be appointed by the area commission. The chair may be a
Commissioner or may be an interested resident. The chair will facilitate the
activities of all of the priority areas toward achieving a Green Spot Neighborhood
designation by 2021/22.

b) It is envisioned that the committee as a whole will meet quarterly.
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¢) The committee will be responsible for approving activities and proposals that the
priority areas engage in with the community and for reporting on a quarterly basis
to the area commission.

d) The priority area activity coordinators are responsible for the completion of their
particular activities. They are encouraged to form committees and draft more
community members to help with the activities. Members of those committees
may join throughout the year.

e) The Social Media facilitator and chair will track progress of the Clintonville
GreenSpot Neighborhood Committee and will communicate that progress with
the GreenSpot coordinator as well as with the Technology and Community
Relations Committee of the CAC. (At the present time, GreenSpot Columbus is
using the ARTHA Tracking System.) The Social Media facilitator will be included as
a member of the Clintonville Area Commission Technology and Community
Relations Committee.

B. The Commission Chairperson, following the January annual meeting, shall appoint a chairperson
for each of the standing committees established in accordance with these Bylaws. The
chairpersons of the Planning and Development Committee, the Historic Buildings Committee,
Technology and Community Relations and the Zoning and Variance Committee shall recommend
to the Commission members of those committees who may be Commissioners or non-
Commissioners. The chairperson of the Election Committee shall recommend to the Commission
members of that committee who shall all be non-Commissioners. The Commission shall approve
the membership of the standing committees at the February regular meeting of the Commission.
Appointments to the standing committees shall be for the period of one year until the next
February regular meeting.

C. Each approved member of any committee, whether they are a Commissioner or non-
Commissioner, shall be counted towards a quorum and may vote on matters before the
committee of which they are a member.

D. Ex Officio Committee Members: The Chairperson of the Commission shall be an ex officio member
of all committees except the Election Committee. A Commissioner who is not a regular member of
the Zoning & Variance Committee shall be an ex-officio member of the Zoning & Variance
Committee during that committee's review of an application for rezoning, a special permit, a
variance, or other zoning adjustment appeal for property located in the Commissioner's district.

Ex officio members of committees shall have the same rights and privileges as other members of
those committees.
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E. Atany meeting, a majority of the Commission may establish, modify or eliminate one or more
special committees for specific purposes. The Commission Chairperson shall appoint a chairperson
for any special committee established in accordance with these Bylaws. The special committee
chairperson shall recommend members for the special committee and the Commission shall
approve these members.

F. The Commission Chairperson may establish and appoint members to a task force to address a
specific issue. A task force shall operate for the period of time until the next annual meeting
unless disbanded earlier by the Commission Chairperson.

G. All Commission committee and task force meetings shall be open to the public.

H. All findings of Commission committees and task forces which result in proposed actions or
resolutions shall be submitted at a regular or special meeting of the Commission for
consideration.
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VI. Parliamentary Authority

The most recent edition of Roberts Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern in all cases to which they
are applicable and not inconsistent with these by-laws and any special rules of order that the
Commission may adopt.
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VIl. Commission Districts

A. Each district of the Clintonville Area Commission shall have boundaries as defined in this section.

1. Bounded on the south by the Glen Echo Ravine, on the east by the railroad
tracks just east of Indianola, on the north by the center line of Weber Road, and on the
west by the center line of High Street.

2. Bounded on the south by the Glen Echo Ravine, on the east by the center line
of High Street, on the north by the center line of Orchard Lane, and on the west by the
Olentangy River.

3. Bounded on the south by the center line of Weber Road, on the east by the
railroad tracks just east of Indianola, on the north by the center line of Oakland Park
Avenue, and on the west by the center line of High Street.

4. Bounded on the south by the center line of Orchard Lane (west of High Street)
and by the center line of Oakland Park Avenue (east of High street), on the east by the
railroad tracks just east of Indianola, on the north by the center line of Arden Road and
its eastward projection (east of High Street) and by the center line of Hollenback Drive
and its westward projection (west of High Street), and on the west by the Olentangy
River.

5. Bounded on the south by the center line of Arden Road and its eastward
projection, on the east by the railroad tracks just east of Indianola, on the north by the
center line of Glenmont Road and its eastward projection, and on the west by the center
line of High Street.

6. Bounded on the south by the center line of Hollenback Drive and its westward
projection, on the east by the center line of High Street, on the north by the Columbus
city limits and its eastward projection and on the west by the Olentangy River.

7. Bounded on the south by the center line of Glenmont Road and its eastward
projection, on the east by the railroad tracks just east of Indianola, on the north by the
center line of Garden Road, and on the west by the center line of High Street.

8. Bounded on the south by the center line of Garden Road, on the east by the
railroad tracks just east of Indianola, on the north by the south line of the State Schools
for the Deaf and Blind and the center line of Georgetown Drive and its westward
projection, and on the west by the center line of High Street.
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9. Bounded on the south by the Columbus City limits and the eastward projection
of the Columbus city limits (west of High Street) and by the center line of Georgetown
Drive and its westward projection and the south line of the State Schools for the Blind
and Deaf (east of High Street), on the east by the railroad tracks just east of Indianola, on
the north by the city limits of Worthington, and on the west by the Olentangy River and
the Columbus city limits.

B. Schedule of District terms
1. Elections shall be held for Districts 1, 2 and 9 in 2011 and every three years thereafter.
2. Elections shall be held for Districts 4, 5, and 7 in 2012 and every three years thereafter.

3. Elections shall be held for Districts 3, 6, and 8 in 2013 and every three years thereafter.
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VIIl. Elections

A. Annual elections shall be the first Saturday in August; special elections shall be held on a date
selected in accordance with Article I. The Commission shall make generally available the election
schedule and rules.

B. Candidate Qualifications
1. Potential candidates shall be eighteen years of age or older on Election Day.

2. Potential candidates shall submit nominating petitions and affidavits for candidacy
completed pursuant to the requirements set forth in the election rules.

3. Potential candidates shall be residents of the districts they seek to represent and shall
offer satisfactory evidence, as determined by the Election Committee, of residence in

that district.

4. Potential candidates in this non-partisan election are urged not to declare any political
party affiliations.

5. Potential candidates need not be registered voters on the rolls of the County Board of

Elections.

C. Voter Qualifications
1. Each voter must be at least eighteen years of age on Election Day.

2. Each voter must reside in the Clintonville Area Commission district for which an election
is being held and shall offer satisfactory evidence, as determined by the Election
Committee, of residence in the district in which they wish to vote.

3. Each voter shall vote only upon the ballot pertaining to the election of a candidate in the
district in which the voter resides.

4. The voter need not be a registered voter on the rolls of the County Board of Elections.

5. No voter shall cast more than one ballot.

D. Election Results

1. The candidate in each district receiving a plurality of valid votes cast shall be the winner
of his or her district.
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2. If the candidate who receives the most votes is disqualified, the person with the second
highest number of votes should be declared the winner.

3. In the event of a tie vote, the relevant ballots shall be recounted. If the tie is verified, the
tie shall be resolved by lots drawn by the chairperson of the Election Committee in the
presence of a majority of the members of the Commission.

4. The Election Committee shall certify the election results, including the votes, in writing to
the Commission Chairperson after six days but within ten days following Election Day.
The Commission Chairperson shall, on behalf of the Commission, certify the elected
candidates to the Office of the Mayor of the City of Columbus, in writing, within forty
days of receipt of certification from the Committee, but not before any complaint or
appeal | is resolved.

5. Only a person who has, before the election, been certified as a qualified candidate by the
Election Committee may be certified as the winner of an election.

E. Complaints/Challenges

1. A person who seeks reconsideration of a decision by the Election Committee may file a
written complaint, specifying the decision to be reconsidered, with the committee
chairperson no later than five days after the election. The committee shall rule on the
request within five days.

2. Any candidate, any Commissioner, or the person who requested reconsideration may file
a written appeal of the Election Committee's decision with the Chairperson of the
Commission within three days of notification of the committee's decision. The
Commission, excluding any Commissioner whose election is the subject to the appeal,
shall consider the appeal as a special order of business at its next regular meeting after
receiving the appeal. The complaint is sustained if a majority of the Commissioners
present and eligible to vote sustain the complaint. The Commission shall issue a written
decision on the appeal within five days after hearing the appeal but may issue an oral
decision sooner.

3. The resolution of any election-related dispute by the Commission is final.
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IX. By-Law Amendments

These by-laws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Commission by an affirmative vote of
2/3 of the entire membership of the Commission provided that the amendments were submitted in
writing at the previous regular meeting. The Secretary shall file any approved amendment
immediately after its adoption with the city clerk for publication in the city bulletin. Such amendments
shall take effect ten (10) days after such publication per C.C. 121.05.

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RULE AND REGULATION NO. 24-01 January 2024
Division of Water
Department of Public Utilities

SUBJECT: WATER SERVICE TAP REQUIREMENTS

Pursuant to the authority granted under Columbus City Codes Chapter 1101, the Director of the
Department of Public Utilities hereby adopts, establishes, and publishes this rule and regulation
to be effective at the earliest date allowed by law. This rule and regulation supersedes Division
of Water Rule and Regulation 23-01, published April 8, 2023 and April 15,2023, in the
Columbus City Bulletin, Columbus, Ohio. This rule and regulation is in addition to any
established requirements that have not been superseded or rescinded by this or any previous act.

APPLICATION:

This regulation applies to every building, structure, or parcel of land requiring Water Service from
the City of Columbus, Division of Water, including retail contract areas. This rule and regulation
excludes Water Service in wholesale contract areas.

DEFINITIONS:

Owner: A person or entity whose name appears on the recorded deed of ownership with the
pertinent County Auditor's Office.

Water Service: water supplied from a tap and service line connected to the City of Columbus,
Division of Water distribution system.

Private Water System: A water system, owned and maintained by the property owner, extending
from the tap, as defined by City Code, onto the premises to be served. It shall include the
connection to the tap and all necessary piping and appurtenances before, after and including the
meter for both the domestic and fire protection service lines.

GENERAL REGULATION:

The following are required to receive Water Service from the City of Columbus, Division of Water.

1. An application for Water Service shall be submitted for all new service connections or
when a change occurs to an existing tap's service area. A plat or deed shall be submitted
as part of the application process.

2, Except as permitted under subparagraphs (a), (b), (c), (d), (e), or (f) below, Water Service
from a single tap will only be permitted to buildings or structures located on a single

parcel of land and which single parcel of land is identified by a single tax parcel
identification number. Whenever any parcel of land is split or divided and the split or
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divided parcel(s) are assigned separate tax parcel identification numbers, such split or
divided parcel(s) shall require a separate tap.

The foregoing limitations notwithstanding, Water Service may be provided by a single
tap upon approval of the Director of the Department of Public Utilities under the
following circumstances:

(a) to real property comprised of residential units that are individually owned and are
subject to a condominium declaration pursuant to O.R.C. Chapter 5311 or 5312,
provided that

i.  all unit owners are required to be members of an owners association that
governs the community; and

ii.  the owners association is and remains responsible for the maintenance,
repair, and replacement of all common water lines; and

iii. the owners association maintains a property interest in the common water
lines for these purposes.

(b)  to a single building containing more than one parcel, which parcels have common
walls, floors, and/or ceilings, and none of which are physically separable from any
other such parcel; or

() to residential real property that is authorized by Columbus City Council as a
Traditional Neighborhood Development (TND) or as a Planned Unit
Development (PUI)), and that is subject to a mandatory homeowners association
that will be responsible for payment to the City of Columbus for water
consumption and any other water-related charges, and for the maintenance of said
real property's Private Water System. Authorization of residential real property as
a TND or PUD by the legislative authority of a retail contract municipality may,
subject to the approval of the Director of the Department of Public Utilities, be
acceptable if such zoning is equivalent to the TND or PUD zoning for the City of
Columbus, and a mandatory home owners association shall be responsible for
payment to the City of Columbus for water consumption and any other water-
related charges and for the maintenance of said real property's Private Water
System; or

(d)  toreal property that is authorized by Columbus City Council as a New Community
District (NCD) under Ohio Revised Code Chapter 349, of which at least 50 percent
of the total area is comprised of a former landfill or other brownfield site that is,
and will in perpetuity remain, subject to oversight by the Ohio Environmental
Protection Agency for any filling, grading, excavation, construction, or other
related activities. The New Community Authority (NCA) associated with the NCD
shall be responsible for payment to the City of Columbus for water consumption
and any other water-related charges and for the maintenance of the NCD's Private
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Water System. The NCA shall notify each owner of property within the NCD of
the NCA's responsibilities as related to water service. If the NCD or NCA should
at any time cease to exist, construction of separate water service lines for each
parcel will be required. If any parcel is removed from the NCD, construction of
separate water service lines for such parcel will be required; or

i. to residential real properties, excluding single family properties, that are
part of an approved phased development, of which more than one phase
has been constructed prior to February 24, 2015, with previously
constructed phase(s) receiving Water Service from a single tap and that
the City of Columbus anticipated the subsequent phases would receive
Water Service from a single tap, or

il. to residential real properties constructed for the purpose of providing
affordable senior or low-income housing, the owners of which are
affiliated with a single non-profit organization recognized by the Director
of the Department of Public Utilities as being established for the purpose
of providing affordable senior or low-income housing, or

iii.  to real properties owned by a single person or entity that, due to the
annexation of one or more of the parcels, are located within different
property tax districts and therefore cannot be combined into a single tax
parcel, provided that, upon any a subsequent reclassification of property
tax districts such that the properties can be combined, the parcels shall be
combined within ninety (90) days of such reclassification.

However, the foregoing "i, ii, iii" only apply provided that the tap is sized
sufficiently for all properties to be served by it, and further provided that all
properties receiving Water Service from such tap are subject to binding covenants
or other declarations running with the land containing terms as required by the
Director of the Department of Public Utilities, including but not limited to the
following provisions:

e arestriction on the transfer of the properties to different owners

e waterline cross easements for access, maintenance and repair

e common management of water and sewer accounts by a single owner
e compliance with applicable drinking water rules

The recorded instrument shall be recorded prior to plan approval, and shall not be
modified or terminated without the prior written approval of the Director of the
Department of Public Utilities. If the terms of the recorded instrument are not met,
each property will be subject to termination of Water Service, and construction of
separate water service lines for each parcel will be required; or

) to any tract of land that includes a building or structure that is listed on the National
Register of Historic Places or the Columbus Register of Historic Properties, and the
Water Service to said property as a result of practical difficulties owing to the
historic character of the property and its registration cannot be separated readily,
and the owner of all such divided historic parcels of land, buildings or structures
have executed binding covenants or other declarations running with the land for the
benefit of the City that shall obligate all property owners jointly and severally for
the payment of the water consumption and any other water-related charges to the
City and maintenance of said real property's Private Water System.

3. Unless approved by the Director of the Department of Public Utilities, a Private Water
System shall not cross through a public right of way, public access easement, or water main
easement.

4, There shall be only one (1) City owned meter per tap; and one (1) tap per City owned meter

and all outlets shall be after the meter.
