WHEREAS, The Wilds is one of the largest and most innovative conservation centers in the world and 

advances conservation through science, education, and an immersive visitor experience; and

WHEREAS, After an effort involving the Ohio Zoological Commission, the Ohio Departments of Natural 

Resources and Development, private sector partners, multiple zoos in Ohio, and former Columbus Zoo and 

Aquarium director “Jungle” Jack Hanna, the Wilds was formally incorporated as a non-profit under the 

name The International Center for Preservation of Wild Animals, Inc.” (ICPWA), in 1984; and

WHEREAS, The Wilds received a gift of approximately 9,154 acres of land in Muskingum County from 

Ohio Coal Company, a subsidiary of American Electric Power.

Explanation

BACKGROUND:    This legislation authorizes the Director of the Department of Public Safety to enter 

into a contract with Change Healthcare Technology Enabled Services, LLC for EMS billing, collection, 

and reporting services effective April 1, 2024 through March 31, 2025.  The Public Safety Department 

entered into a contract with Change Healthcare Practice Management Solutions, Inc. via ordinance 

3233-2018 passed December 6, 2018.  The purpose of the contract is for EMS billing, collection, patient 

care reporting, hardware devices, accompanying extra equipment, third party auditing, training, and onsite 

personnel as needed for the Division of Fire's Third Party EMS Reimbursement Program.  The 

reimbursement program originated via Ordinance #1184-02, passed July 22, 2002.  The prior contract for 

these services as authorized by previous ordinances expired March 31, 2024.  Therefore, it is necessary to 

enter into a new one-year contract with Change Healthcare Technology Enabled Services, LLC for the 

period of April 1, 2024 through March 31, 2025 to ensure that EMS billing, collection, and reporting 

services are continued without interruption.

Public Safety contracts the services of Change Healthcare Technology Enabled Services, LLC for the 

billing, collection, and reporting of those who are transported to hospitals by EMS personnel for 

emergency medical care.  These billing, collection, and reporting services have generated a multitude of 

patient care information used by the Fire Division to better prepare EMS response protocols and, in turn, 

respond to citizens in a more effective manner.  The division also generates reports for various fire 

organizations that are catalogued nationwide.  Revenue generated since inception of the program in 2002 

amounted to over $289 million at the end of December 2023 and is deposited in the city's General Fund.    

Contract Compliance:   Change Healthcare Holdco Inc. FID 921410925 / vendor #048125 ~ formerly 

Change Healthcare Technology Enabled Svcs LLC vendor #025233

Bid Waiver Justification: The Division of Fire has successfully implemented specialized EMS billing 

services in previously contracting with Change Healthcare and does not seek an alternative solution at this 

time; Change Healthcare has proven a qualified contractor to manage this service.

Emergency Designation: The prior contract for these services as authorized by previous ordinances 

expired March 31, 2024, therefore emergency action is necessary to enter into a new one-year contract 

with Change Healthcare to ensure that EMS billing, collection, and reporting services are continued with 

minimal disruption and ensure the continued receipt of EMS billing revenues, collection of related data, and 
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reporting of statistical information.

FISCAL IMPACT:  This legislation seeks to enter into a new one-year contract with Change 

Healthcare Technology Enabled Services, LLC for billing and collection services and authorize the 

expenditure of $1,400,000.00 for billing services, which is budgeted in the Division of Fire's 2024 General 

Fund operating budget.  Approximately $1,400,000.00 was expended in 2023, $1,400,000.00 in 2022 and

Chapter 329 to enter into this contract given the specialized and unique nature of the services provided;

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation of the Division of Fire, Department of 

Public Safety, in that it is immediately necessary to authorize the Director of Public Safety to enter into a 

contract with Change Healthcare Technology Enabled Services, LLC, so that EMS billing, collection, and 

reporting services can continue without interruption for the immediate preservation of the public health, 

peace, property, and safety; NOW, THEREFORE,

SECTION 1. That the Director of the Department of Public Safety is hereby authorized to enter into a

Explanation

BACKGROUND

This ordinance enacts a new section of the Columbus City Codes, Chapter 1163 to establish net metering 

service, which will enable Division of Power customers to connect distributed generation that uses 

advanced energy resources to the Division of Power’s distribution system.  Section 1163.24, “Net 

Metering,” sets conditions of service for net metering customers and sets out how monthly energy 

charges will be determined.  

In its Climate Action Plan, the City of Columbus set a goal to be carbon neutral by 2050.  One way to 

decrease greenhouse gas emissions is to allow electric power customers to generate their own clean 

energy from renewable sources such as solar photovoltaic panels.  Increasing both residential and 

commercial on-site solar energy generation are identified as critical actions in the Climate Action Plan to 

achieve carbon neutrality.

Net metering allows customers to connect to a utility distribution system and get credit for the electricity 

that they generate.  It provides an accounting mechanism to measure the difference between the amount 

of electric energy that the utility sends to a customer and the amount of electric energy that the customer 

sends to the utility.  The benefits of net metering include making solar energy more financially viable for 

customers, reducing the demand on the electric grid and power plants, and increasing energy security and 

resilience by acquiring and using energy from multiple sources. 

All Division of Power customers will be eligible for net metering if they generate electric energy through 

advanced energy resources, such as solar or wind power.  The customer’s energy charge from the 

Division of Power will be offset by the energy the customer supplies to the distribution grid.  All other 

charges and fees will still apply.  The net metering rate will be determined according to the applicable rate 

class as provided in Chapter 1163 of the Columbus City Codes.  

FISCAL IMPACT: There is no direct fiscal impact from this legislation.

Body

WHEREAS, the City of Columbus Department of Public Utilities is committed to taking steps to mitigate 

and adapt to our community’s changing climate; and

 

WHEREAS, it is the goal of City of Columbus to be carbon neutral by 2050; and

 

WHEREAS, the generation and use of renewable energy from advanced energy resources, such as fuel 

cells, waste-to energy generation, low-impact hydropower, wind power, biomass, landfill gas, solar 

photovoltaic, and solar thermal resources, will help to achieve this goal; and

WHEREAS, distributed energy resources reduce demand on the Division of Power’s distribution grid and 

increase resilience by using energy from multiple sources; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary for Director of Department of Public Utilities to establish net metering 

service to allow the Division of Power’s customers to benefit from the ability to produce advanced energy 

resources and connect that distributed generation to the Division of Power distribution system and the 

ability to obtain credit for the energy produced; and

WHEREAS, the Division of Power has authority under Section 1163.02 of the Columbus City Codes to 

determine the applicable rate schedule and permitted use for each metered service for electric energy; 

and

WHEREAS, it is necessary and appropriate and in the best interest of the City to enact Section 1163.24 

of the Columbus City Codes to establish net metering service for Division of Power customers to connect 

distributed generation that uses advanced energy resources to the Division of Power’s distribution system; 

to set conditions of service for net metering customers; and to determine how monthly energy charges will 

be measured; Now, Therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS:

SECTION 1. City Council finds that the Division of Power establishing net metering is in the best interest 

of the City.  

SECTION 2. City Council finds that the requested method to determine rate schedules is equitable.

SECTION 3. That Section 1163.24 of the Columbus City Codes is hereby enacted to read as follows:

1163.24 NET METERING.

(a) Availability of Service. Net metering shall be available to all Division of Power customers who:

(1)  Purchase their electric energy and service from the Division of Power under the applicable 

rate class set forth in Sections 1163.04 through 1163.077; and

(2)  Host distributed generation that uses advanced energy resources as defined in Section 

1163.24(b).

 (b)  Definitions.  As used in this section:
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(1)  “Advanced Energy Resources” means generation produced by fuel cells, waste-to energy 

generation, low-impact hydropower, wind power, biomass, landfill gas, solar photovoltaic, and 

solar thermal resources.

(2)  “Distributed Generation” is electrical generation located on the customer’s premises that:

 A.   Is primarily intended to offset part or all of the customer’s own electrical 

requirements on the premises;

B.   Is interconnected with the Division of Power’s electric system in compliance with the 

terms of division (c) of this section; and

C.   Operates in parallel with the Division’s distribution system.

(3)   “Net energy” is the difference, positive or negative, between the amount of electricity 

supplied by the Division of Power to the customer through the Division’s electric distribution 

system and the amount of electricity generated by the customer’s distributed generation which is 

fed back into the Division’s electric distribution system.

(4)   “Net metering” is a method of measuring the difference, positive or negative, between the 

kilowatt hours of electricity supplied by the Division of Power to the customer through the 

Division’s electric distribution system and the kilowatt hours of electricity generated by the 

customer’s distributed generation which is fed back into the Division’s electric distribution system.

 (c) Conditions of Service.  The following requirements apply to net metering:  

(1) Interconnection. No customer shall connect distributed generation to the Division of Power’s 

distribution system except upon the Division’s approval of a written application in a form 

prescribed by the Division. The customer shall be responsible for the permitting, design, 

installation, operation, and maintenance of the distributed generation; the costs of any necessary 

modification of the Division’s facilities; payment of the Division’s cost to review the application 

and perform any necessary studies; and any additional terms or conditions included in the 

application or in the Division’s approval of the application.

(2) The City shall not be liable directly or indirectly for permitting or allowing the connection of the 

customer’s distributed generation to the Division of Power’s distribution system or for the acts or 

omissions of the customer’s distributed generation that cause property damage, loss, injury, or 

death to any person.

(3) Metering. 

A.  Metering shall be accomplished using a single meter capable of registering the flow of 

electricity in each direction. 

B.  The Division of Power shall install and test revenue quality metering equipment, if 

needed. 

C.  The Division of Power shall own, operate, test, and maintain such metering equipment 

and shall bear the costs associated with the purchase, installation, operation, testing, and 

maintenance of the metering equipment. 

 (d) Billing and Charges.  

(1)  Monthly energy charges. Monthly energy charges shall be determined according to the 

applicable rate class as provided for in Chapter 1163 and associated rules and regulations.

(A) If a customer’s net energy is positive during a billing month, the energy charge of the 

customer’s applicable rate class shall be calculated using the customer’s net energy for 

the billing month. All other charges shall be applicable and charged as set forth in the 

Division of Power’s rate schedule and calculated in accordance therewith.
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(B) If a customer’s net energy is negative during a billing month, only the energy charge 

of the customer’s rate class shall be offset using the customer’s net energy supplied to 

the Division of Power’s system. All other charges shall be applicable and charged as set 

forth in the Division of Power’s rate schedule and calculated in accordance therewith. If 

the customer’s net energy under its rate schedule is negative during the billing month, the 

negative net energy shall be allowed to accumulate as a credit to offset energy charges 

the customer incurs in future billing months. 

(2) Additional Charges. The customer shall pay any additional charges applicable to the 

customer’s rate class, including but not limited to, maximum demand charge based on energy 

delivered to the customer, and any charges for equipment, labor, metering, testing or inspections 

requested by the customer.

(e) Director of the Department of Public Utilities’ Authority.  The Director of the Department of Public 

Utilities shall have the authority to promulgate rules and regulations to facilitate net metering and the 

interconnection of distributed generation of advanced energy resources, including community solar, within 

the Division of Power’s customer base.

1.  BACKGROUND

This ordinance authorizes the Director of Public Utilities to enter into a construction contract with Trucco 

Construction Company, Inc., for public sanitary sewers for the Blueprint Linden Hudson McGuffey, 

Manchester Ave Water Line Improvements, and Celebrate One Blueprint Linden Hudson McGuffey 

Sidewalk projects, CIP numbers 650870-100701, 690236-100113, and 590955-100062, in an amount up to 

$23,421,354.00; and to encumber funds with the Department of Public Service for construction 

administration and inspection services in an amount up to $2,000.00 (for a total expenditure of 

$23,423,354.00). 

 

This project is part of the Blueprint Columbus program which is the mechanism by which the City will 

fulfill its commitments agreed to in the Sanitary Sewer Overflow consent order with the Ohio EPA.  This 

project will improve water quality within the region by treating the surface runoff before it discharges to 

the waterways with the construction of rain gardens, permeable paver parking lanes, and regional green 

infrastructure basins.  The project will also install bump outs, curb, sidewalk, and an 8-inch water main in 

the area bounded generally by Weber Road, Cleveland Avenue, Hudson Street and Hamilton Avenue. 

The Community Area for this ordinance will be 40, North Linden.  

 

TIMELINE:  All work shall be substantially complete within 540 calendar days of the Notice to 

Proceed, with final completion to occur within 630 calendar days. The City anticipates issuing a Notice to 

Proceed in May 2024.

 

ESTIMATED COST OF PROJECT:  The bid amount and proposed award amount is $23,421,354.00, 

including a 20% construction contingency amount that will be utilized to fund needed and approved 

changes in the work.

Background: 

This legislation authorizes an amendment to Ordinance No. 1712-2023, passed by City Council June 26, 

2023, to allow a correction that authorizes the purchase of food and non-alcoholic beverages for MKSK’s 

work and pay reasonable contractor and subcontractor travel expenses to develop a comprehensive 

community plan for the Eastland area. This language was originally included in the Request for Proposal 

(RFP) and inadvertently omitted from the legislation. This needs to be corrected and to be reflective of the 

effective date of the contract.

Ordinance No. 1712-2023 authorized the Director of the Department of Neighborhoods, on behalf of the 

City, to enter into contract with MKSK, to serve as the lead consultant for the development of a 

comprehensive community plan for the Eastland area. As lead consultant, MKSK is responsible for 

project management, community engagement, oversight of subcontractors and plan creation.

Emergency action is requested in order to allow for the approval and reimbursement of expenses incurred 

since the effective date of the contract, and to honor the original intent as laid out in the RFP and prevent 

MKSK from experiencing financial hardship.

Explanation

Background: Columbus Recreation and Parks Department has a need to alter and amend various 

sections within Columbus City Codes Chapter 921, regarding watercraft on reservoirs. These changes are 

a result of recent code review and current permitting processes for activities on waters of the City. The 

changes will ensure that paddle craft, without a safety vessel, must operate within 100’ of shore as they 

do today.  Paddle craft include, but are not limited to: rowing shells, kayaks, canoes, and paddleboards. 

Rowing organizations do have a need to operate a safety vessel that exceeds 22’ maximum length as 

noted within existing code.  These vessels may only be used when actively supporting a legal recreational 

vessel.  The boats are designed to be low wake and the size is required to be able to rescue 8 members of 

a rowing shell if it were to capsize and need to be rescued.  These safety vessels are primarily 27’ in 

length. For this reason, an exemption in the code was created to allow safety vessels to exceed the 22’ 

maximum up to 28’ in size with permission from the Director.  Rowing Shells accompanied by a safety 

vessel must operate as close to shore as practically possible but may extend beyond 100’ when necessary 

to perform to a standard for their sport.  An open zone, free from rowing shells and safety vessels, of at 

least 150’ in the center of the reservoir must remain open for two way traffic at all times.

In addition, these changes will require substantial amendment to code definitions applicable throughout 921 

in order to conform to definitions in the Ohio Revised Code. 

Emergency Justification: N/A

Benefits to the Public: This amendment to code regarding watercraft on reservoirs will to help ensure 

consistency in boating and the safety of users. 
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Community Input/Issues:  Providing the safety and consistency for the experience of utilizing our parks 

and reservoirs.

Title

To amend various sections within Columbus City Codes Chapter 921 regarding watercraft on reservoirs 

and to declare an emergency.

  

Body

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend various sections within Columbus City Codes Chapter 921 

regarding watercraft on reservoirs; and 

WHEREAS, this amendment will alter definitions within Columbus City Codes 921 to conform to the 

Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, the Recreation and Parks Commission, by action of March 12, 2024, has reviewed and 

voted to recommend the City Code changes contained herein; and

WHEREAS, in the usual daily operations of the Recreation and Parks Department in that it is 

immediately necessary to authorize the amendment of various sections within Columbus City Codes 

Chapter 921, regarding watercraft on reservoirs, in order to be complete prior to the spring 2024 boating 

season to help ensure the safety of residents utilizing the reservoirs, all for the preservation of the public 

health, peace, property, safety, and welfare; and NOW, THEREFORE,

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation in the City of Columbus in that it 

is immediately necessary to pass this ordinance due to the current watercraft using our 

reservoirs. The boating season has already commenced, and the enforcement of boating 

regulations are dependent on this code change, for the immediate preservation of the public 

peace, property, health and safety; now, therefore:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS:

SECTION 1.  That Section 921.01 Definitions be amended as follows:

921.01 Definitions.

As used in this chapter: 

(1) "Canoe" means a paddlecraft that is normally an open, narrow vessel of shallow draft, typically 

pointed at both ends and propelled by its occupants through the use of paddles while kneeling or sitting on 

a raised seat, including a flat-backed canoe and a racing canoe. human muscular effort, and includes 

kayaks, racing shells, and rowing sculls. 
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(2) “City-controlled” includes all city-owned land, including but not limited to leases, easement and other 

legal agreements and all waters within the territorial limits of the city of Columbus or bounded by 

city-owned lands. 

(3)(2) "Coast Guard approved," means bearing an approval number assigned by the United States Coast 

Guard. 

(4)(3) "Director, auditor, treasurer" shall mean the duly appointed officers of the city acting in their 

official capacity or through their deputies or employees legally authorized to act in their stead.  Director, 

without further clarification, shall mean the Director of the Department of Recreation and Parks.

(5)(4) "Diver's flag" means a red flag not less than one (1) foot square having a diagonal white stripe 

extending from the masthead to the opposite lower corner that when displayed indicates that divers are in 

the water. 

(6)(5) "Dock" means a structure or platform designed to provide access to or an area to secure 

watercraft. Boat docking facility means any facility supporting watercraft and designated by the director 

of recreation and parks, which excludes private permitted dock structures. 

(6) "Drug of abuse" has the same meaning as in section 4506.01 of the Revised Code.

(7) "Idle speed" means the slowest possible speed needed to maintain steerage or maneuverability. 

(8) "Inflatable watercraft" means any vessel constructed of rubber, canvas, or other material that is 

designed to be inflated with any gaseous substance, constructed with two (2) or more air cells, and 

operated as a vessel. An Inflatable watercraft propelled by a motor is a shall be classified as powercraft 

and shall be registered by length. An Inflatable watercraft propelled by a sail is a shall be classified as a 

sailboat and shall be registered by length. An inflatable watercraft propelled by human muscular effort 

utilizing a paddle or pole is a paddlecraft. An inflatable watercraft propelled by human muscular effort 

utilizing an oar with the aid of a fulcrum provided by oarlocks, tholepins, crutches, or similar arrangements 

is a rowboat. Excludes any contrivances that do not bear a Hull Identification Number (HIN) recognized 

by the United States Coast Guard. 

(9) "In operation" in reference to a vessel means that the vessel is being navigated or otherwise used on 

the waterways of this city. 

(10) "Kayak" means a paddlecraft that is typically pointed at both ends and is propelled by human 

muscular effort by one or more seated individuals who use a double-bladed paddle, including an open 

kayak with an open deck for operator seating, an enclosed kayak designed to enclose an occupant within 

a cockpit, a tandem kayak designed for multiple occupants, and a racing kayak.

(10)(11) "Law enforcement vessel" means any vessel used in law enforcement and under the 

command of a law enforcement officer. 

(11)(12) "Muffler" means an acoustical suppression device or system that is designed and installed to 

abate the sound of exhaust gases emitted from an internal combustion engine and that prevents excessive 

or unusual noise. 

(12)(13) "Navigable waters," means waters which that come under the jurisdiction of the Department 

of the Army of the United States and any waterways within or adjacent to this state, except inland lakes 

having neither a navigable inlet nor outlet. 

(13)(14) "No wake" has the same meaning as "idle speed." 

(14)(15) "Operator" includes any person who uses, navigates, employs, or has under the person's 

control a vessel, or vessel and detachable motor, on the waters of this city. 

(15)(16) "Owner" includes any person, other than a secured party, who claims lawful possession of a 

vessel by virtue of legal title or equitable interest therein that entitled the person to use or possess the 

vessel that possession. including a person entitled to use or possess a vessel subject to a security interest 

in another person, but does not include a lessee under a lease not intended as a security.

(17) "Paddlecraft" means any type of canoe, kayak, paddleboard, or other vessel powered only by its 

occupants using a single or double-bladed paddle as a lever without the aid of a fulcrum provided by 

oarlocks, tholepins, crutches, or similar mechanisms.
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(16)(18) "Pedal boat," means any watercraft designed to be propelled by pedals only through human 

muscular effort. Pedal boat does not include kayaks. 

(17)(19) "Person" includes any legal entity defined as a person in Section 1.59 of the Revised Code 

and any body politic, except the United States and this state, and includes any agent, trustee, executor, 

receiver, assignee, or other representative thereof. 

(18)(20) "Personal watercraft" means a vessel, less than sixteen (16) feet in length, that is propelled by 

a water-jet pump or other machinery and designed to be operated by an individual sitting, standing, or 

kneeling on the vessel rather than by an individual sitting or standing inside the vessel. 

(19)(21) "Powercraft" means any vessel propelled by machinery, fuel, rockets, or similar device. 

(20)(22) "Reservoirs" shall mean the O'Shaughnessy, Griggs and Hoover water supply storage 

reservoir, and all adjacent city lands, unless specifically designated otherwise, from the dams upstream to 

the further most upstream extent of city owned shores of the streams feeding into the reservoirs. 

(21)(23) "Rowboat" means an open any vessel, other than a paddlecraft, except a canoe, that is 

designed to be rowed and that is propelled by human muscular effort utilizing by oars with the aid of a 

fulcrum provided by oarlocks, tholepins, crutches, or similar arrangements or paddles and upon which no 

mechanical propulsion device, electric motor, internal combustion engine, or sail has been affixed or is 

used for the operation of the vessel. 

(24) “Rowing shell” means a narrow and long rowing vessel also referred to as a rowing scull or 

racing shell, typically fitted with outriggers, which is used for racing or exercise and is operated by one or 

more occupants by use of oars at a fixed fulcrum point. 

(25) “Safety Vessel” means a vessel accompanying a paddlecraft, rowing shell or sailboat with the 

primary purpose of providing direct safety support for those operating the secondary vessel.  A Safety 

Vessel that is not a law enforcement vessel must obtain a permit from the Director.

(26) “Sailboard” means a board type sailboat without a rigidly affixed mast. 

(22)(27) "Sailboat" means any vessel, equipped with mast and sails, dependent upon the wind to propel 

it in the normal course of operation. 

(a) A vessel with sail as its primary method of propulsion and mechanical propulsion as its secondary 

method of propulsion is an auxiliary sail. Any sailboat equipped with an inboard engine is deemed a 

powercraft with auxiliary sail. 

(b) Any sailboat equipped with detachable motor is deemed a sailboat with auxiliary power. 

(c)(b) Any sailboat being propelled by mechanical power, whether under sail or not, is deemed a 

powercraft and subject to all laws and rules governing powercraft operation. 

(23)(28) "Sewage" means human body wastes and the wastes from toilets and other receptacles 

intended to receive or retain body waste. 

(24) "South Side Scioto River Park" means the area bounded downstream by the spillway at 

Greenlawn Avenue and upstream a distance of one and one quarter (1 1/4) statute miles. 

(25)(29) "Type one personal flotation device" means a device that is designed to turn an unconscious 

person floating in water from a face downward position to a vertical or slightly face upward position and 

that has at least nine (9) kilograms, approximately twenty (20) pounds, of buoyancy. 

(26)(30) "Type two personal flotation device" means a device that is designed to turn an unconscious 

person in the water from a face downward position to a vertical or slightly face upward position and that 

has at least seven (7) kilograms, approximately fifteen and four tenths (15.4) pounds, of buoyancy. 

(27)(31) "Type three personal flotation device" means a device that is designed to keep a conscious 

person in a vertical or slightly face upward position and that has at least seven (7) kilograms, 

approximately fifteen and four tenths (15.4) pounds of buoyancy. 

(28)(32) "Type four personal flotation device," means a device that is designed to be thrown to a 

person in the water and not worn and has at least seven and five tenths (7.5) kilograms, approximately 

sixteen and five tenths (16.5) pounds, of buoyancy. 

(29)(33) "Type five personal flotation device" means a device that, unlike other personal flotation 
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devices, has limitations on its approval by the United States Coast Guard, including, without limitation, all 

any of the following: 

(a) A designation that states the device is approved only for use while participating in specific activities; 

The approval label on the type five personal flotation device indicates that the device is approved for the 

activity in which the vessel is being used or as a substitute for a personal flotation device of the type 

required on the vessel in use; 

(b) A designation that states the device is approved only for use by an operator or passenger of specific 

types of vessels; The personal flotation device is used in accordance with any requirements on the 

approval label; 

(c) A designation that states the device is specifically approved as a substitute for the type of personal 

flotation device required for use while engaged in certain activities or as an operator or passenger of a 

vessel. The personal flotation device is used in accordance with the requirements in its owner's manual if 

the approval label refers to such a manual. 

(30)(34) "Vessel" includes every description of watercraft, including non displacement craft, 

multimodal craft, and submersibles, and seaplanes, designed to be used as a means of transportation on 

water. Excludes any contrivances that do not bear a Hull Identification Number (HIN) recognized by the 

United States Coast Guard. 

(31)(35) "Visible" means visible on a dark night with clear atmosphere. 

(32)(36) "Watercraft" means any of the following when used or capable of being used for 

transportation on the water: 

(a) A vessel operated by machinery either permanently or temporarily affixed; 

(b) A sailboat other than a sailboard; Board type sailboats without rigidly affixed masts; commonly 

referred to as "sailboards" are not watercraft; excludes any contrivances that do not bear a Hull 

Identification Number (HIN) recognized by the United States Coast Guard. 

(c) An inflatable, manually propelled boat vessel that is required by federal law to have a hull 

identification number meeting the requirement of the United States Coast Guard; 

(d) A canoe, kayak, pedal boat or rowboat. 

(e) Any of the following multimodal craft being operated on waters in this state:

(i) An amphibious vehicle;

(ii) A submersible;

(iii) An airboat or hovercraft.

(f) A vessel that has been issued a certificate of documentation with a recreational endorsement under 

46 C.F.R. 67.

"Watercraft" does not include ferries as referred to in Chapter 4583 of the Revised Code. 

"Watercraft" excludes any contrivances that do not bear a Hull Identification Number (HIN) recognized 

by the United States Coast Guard. 

Watercraft subject to Section 1547.54 of the Revised Code shall be divided into five (5) classes as 

follows: 

Class A: Less than sixteen (16) feet in length; 

Class 1: At least sixteen (16) feet but less than twenty six (26) feet in length; 

Class 2: At least twenty six (26) feet but less than forty (40) feet in length; 

Class 3: At least forty (40) feet but less than sixty five (65) feet in length. 

Class 4: At least sixty five (65) feet in length. 

(33) “Watercraft dealer” means any person who is regularly engaged in the business of manufacturing, 

selling, displaying, offering for sale, or dealing in vessels at an established place of business. “Watercraft 

dealer” does not include a person who is a marine salvage dealer or any other person who dismantles, 

salvages, or rebuilding vessels using used parts. 

 (34)(37) "Waters of the city" shall mean means all city administered water including, but not limited to 

reservoirs, reservoir lands, rivers, lakes, creeks, streams, ponds, waterways of the city, and water filled 
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quarries. Unless otherwise provided, this chapter applies to all vessels operating on waters of this city. 

Nothing in this chapter shall be construed in contravention of any valid federal act or regulations, but is in 

addition to such act or regulation where not inconsistent. 

(38) “Waterways of the city” means all waters within the territorial limits of the city of Columbus or 

bounded by city owned lands. 

(40) "Drug of abuse" has the same meaning as in section 4506.01 of the Revised Code. 

SECTION 2.  That Section 921.01-1Vessels and operations on waterways be amended as follows:

921.01-1 Vessel and operations on waterways.

(A) In all waterways of the city except Griggs, O'Shaughnessy and Hoover Reservoirs and the downtown 

Scioto River Pool or as otherwise authorized by this chapter, no person shall operate any vessel of: 

(1) Less than eight (8) feet or more than twenty-two (22) feet in length or; 

(2) Less than thirty-six (36) inches in beam or; 

(3) Less than fifty (50) pounds in weight; 

(4) More than ten (10) horsepower. 

(B) Canoes, kayaks, rowing shells, pedal boats and inflatable watercraft bearing a Hull Identification 

Number (HIN) recognized by the United States Coast Guard as vessels and watercraft are 

permitted and specifically exempted from the length, beam and weight requirements. 

(C) No watercraft shall operate beyond the safety cable at those dams where safety cables have been 

installed. Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, in those areas where there are no safety 

cables, no vessel shall operate within one hundred (100) feet of the upriver or downriver side of any 

dam. This section shall not prohibit the launching or loading of a vessel in designated areas as 

provided for in Section 921.01-15. 

(D) Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, no person shall operate any motorized vessel on any 

waterways of the city at a speed exceeding idle speed within a distance of one hundred (100) feet of 

the shorelines. 

(E) No person shall swim or wade in any waterways of the city, except as a means of rescue, nor allow a 

minor, who is in custodial care, to swim or wade. This section shall not prohibit wading for the 

purpose of fishing. 

(F) Personal watercraft, which are classified by the Coast Guard as small Class A-1 or A-2 vessels and 

which use, as their primary source of mechanical power, an inboard or outboard motor powering a 

jet pump, and which are designed to be operated by a person in a sitting, standing, or kneeling 

position rather than that of the conventional manner of either sitting or standing inside the vessel, are 

prohibited on all waters of the city. city controlled waterways. 

(G) No person shall operate any motorized vessel on waterways of the city at a speed exceeding ten (10) 

miles per hour between sunset and sunrise. 

(H) Between the dates of November 30 of each year to April 1 of the following year, all vessels must be 

removed from all stakes, boat docks, sailboat moorings and waterways. Any vessel found 

unattended in any waterways of the city or park controlled by the City of Columbus between the 

dates as specified in this paragraph will be considered abandoned by the owner and will be 

impounded by a law enforcement officer and will be subject to provisions as set forth elsewhere in 

this chapter.   

(I) Sailboarding for the purpose of this chapter shall be limited to those sailboats without a rigidly affixed 

mast and which meet all the other requirements of this chapter. 

(J) No person shall engage or attempt to engage in any sailboard activity without wearing an adequate 

and effective Coast Guard approved type one, two or three personal floatation device in good and 

serviceable condition and of appropriate size, or a jacket or harness specifically manufactured for 

sailboarding, and which provides for positive buoyancy in the water. 
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(K) This section shall not be construed or interpreted so as to prevent or prohibit boating on waterways of 

the city between the dates of November 30 of each year and April 1 of the following year, except in 

restricted areas, provided that the vessel is not stored on city property and is immediately removed 

from the waterway after use.

SECTION 3.  That Section 921.01-3 Vessel and operations in Griggs Reservoir be amended as follows:

921.01-3 Vessel and operations in Griggs Reservoir.

(A) Unless otherwise authorized in this chapter, no person shall operate in Griggs Reservoir any vessel of: 

(1) Less than eight (8) feet or more than twenty-two (22) feet.

(2)    Less than thirty-six (36) inches in beam or; 

(3) Less than fifty (50) pounds in weight. 

(B) Exceptions: Canoes, kayaks, rowing shells, pedal boats, Safety Vessels with a valid permit, and 

inflatable watercraft bearing a Hull Identification Number (HIN) and recognized by the United 

States Coast Guard as vessels and watercraft are permitted and are specifically exempted from the 

length, beam and weight requirements provided: 

(1) Rowing shells are permitted during the months of May through September on weekdays from 

one (1) hour before sunrise 5:00 a.m. until sunset and on weekends and holidays from 5:00 a.m. 

one (1) hour before sunrise until 10:00 a.m. Rowing shells are permitted at all times during the 

months of October through April on all days of the week. 

(a) Rowing shells not accompanied by a Safety Vessel

(i) Rowing shells will be operated parallel to the shoreline at a distance no greater than 

one hundred (100) feet except that north of the Hayden Run Bridge rowing shells will be 

operated no greater than fifty (50) feet of the shoreline, except for the safe operation around a 

navigational hazard.

(ii) Rowing shells longer than forty-five (45) feet will not be permitted north of the 

Hayden Run Road Bridge. 

(iii) There will be four (4) crossing areas and rowing shells will utilize only those areas 

designated for crossing.

(b) Rowing shells accompanied by a Safety Vessel

(i) Rowing shells, when accompanied by a Safety Vessel, will be operated parallel to the 

shoreline and as close to the shoreline as is reasonably practicable while maintaining a 

straight-line course. A corridor of at least one hundred fifty (150) feet in the middle of the 

reservoir that is free of rowing shells and Safety Vessels must be maintained for safe passage 

of other vessels underway.

(ii) Rowing shells and Safety Vessels longer than forty-five (45) feet will not be permitted 

north of the Hayden Run Road Bridge.

(iii) There will be four (4) crossing areas and rowing shells will utilize only those areas 

designated for crossing.

(2) The crossing areas will be: 

(a) The no wake zone south of buoy number one (1). Designated no-wake zones that span 

the entire width of the reservoir.

(b) Between the north side of the Fishinger Road Bridge and buoy number three (3). 

(c) At buoy number four (4) ("Fisher's Wall"). Rowing shells will not stop within the open 

zone when crossing. 

(d) Between buoy number five (5) and the south side of the Hayden Run Road Bridge. 

(3) The rowing shell course shall be: 

(a) Northbound shells leaving the west side boathouse shall immediately assume a course on 
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the west side of the river to the Fishinger Road Bridge. Shells launching on the east side, 

shall cross to the west side in the no wake zone south of buoy number one (1) to begin the 

course and use the same route when returning. 

(b) Northbound on the east side of the river from the Fishinger Road Bridge to the Hayden 

Run Road Bridge. 

(c) Northbound on the west side of the river between Hayden Run Road Bridge and the 

Griggs Park northern boundary line approximately two hundred (200) feet south Rt. 161. 

(d) Southbound or returning shells shall hug the west bank all the way back to the boathouse. 

(4)(3) Canoes, kayaks, pedal boats, rowboats and inflatable watercraft shall operate parallel to the 

shoreline at a distance no greater than fifty (50) feet from the shoreline in all areas parallel and 

adjacent to an open zone except for the safe operation around a navigational hazard. There will 

be two (2) crossing areas and canoes, kayaks, pedal boats, rowboats and inflatable watercraft 

will utilize only those areas designated for crossing. 

(a) The crossing areas will be: 

(1) Within one hundred (100) feet either side of the Fishinger Road Bridge. 

(2) Within one hundred (100) feet either side of the Hayden Run Road Bridge. 

(b) Canoes, kayaks, rowing shells, rowboats, pedal boats and inflatable watercraft will not 

operate on the east side of the river between buoy number six (6) and buoy number seven 

(7). 

(C) Operations of sailboats and sailboards are prohibited. 

(D) The waterway from the safety cables north of the dam shall be open to boating at all times. 

(E) Motorized vessel operations, zones, and their speed limits shall be: 

(1) From the safety cables north of the dam to buoy number one (1), motorized vessels shall be 

operated at idle speed; 

(2) From buoy number one (1) to buoy number two (2), on the eastern half of the river, motorized 

vessels shall be operated at idle speed, and on the western half, motorized vessels shall be 

operated at a speed not to exceed forty (40) miles per hour; 

(3) The speed limit from buoy number two (2) north to buoy number three (3) is idle speed; 

(4) The speed limit from buoy number three (3) north to buoy number five (5) is forty (40) miles 

per hour. 

(5) The speed limit from buoy number five (5) north to buoy number six (6) is idle speed. 

(6) The speed limit from buoy number six (6) north to buoy number seven (7) shall be forty (40) 

miles per hour, except within the eastern two-thirds (2/3) of the waterways when skiing is 

being conducted, no motorized vessel, which is not actively engaged in towing water-skiers 

shall be operated at a speed exceeding idle speed; 

(7) The speed limit from buoy number seven (7) north to two hundred (200) feet south of Rt. 161 

shall be idle speed. 

(F) Water-skiing will be permitted only between buoy number three (3) to buoy number five (5) and 

between buoy number six (6) to buoy number seven (7). 

(G) The eastern two-thirds (2/3) of the waterway, from buoy number six (6) to buoy number seven (7) is 

designated as a water sports practice and tournament zone, with a ski jump area on the eastern 

portion thereof as well as a slalom course. 

(H) No person shall operate any motorized vessel at a speed exceeding idle speed within a distance of one 

hundred (100) feet of the shorelines. 

SECTION 4.  That Section 921.01-6 Permits for special water events be amended as follows:

921.01-6 - Permits for special water events and temporary water access. 
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(A) No person or organization shall conduct any race, regatta, or other special event upon the 

waters waterways of the city without first obtaining written permission, upon application not less 

than thirty (30) days prior to the time of the proposed race, regatta, or event from the director of 

recreation and parks. The director of recreation and parks shall have the authority to direct the 

procedures of these scheduled events and, if necessary, prevent the operation of other boats in 

certain areas during the designated time of such event. The director of recreation and parks shall 

timely inform the chief of police of the approved scheduled event.

(B) Waterways Waters of the city shall be open to all citizens on equal terms and none shall be 

given special privileges thereon, or be permitted to make use of the waterways waters of the city 

for any purpose not practically common to all, except, upon written application, when it is in the 

best interest of the city to further recreational opportunities or to allow for temporary permissions, 

the director of recreation and parks shall have has the authority to issue permits and promulgate 

rules and regulations providing for the safe operation of activities conducted conduct upon the 

waters of the city park property that may otherwise be in violation of this chapter, and to attach 

conditions to such permits.

(C) Nothing in this section shall be construed to mean that the operator of a vessel competing in a 

specially authorized race, regatta, or special event shall not attempt to attain high speeds on a 

marked racing course. Such events will provide for vessel operation on an hourly basis from 

non-affected areas.

(D) It shall be the duty of every person or organization claiming to have a permit for a special 

water event issued by the director of recreation and parks pursuant to this section to produce and 

display such permit upon the request of any law enforcement officer or authorized city of 

Columbus official.

(E) No person or organization shall recklessly fail to comply with the terms and conditions of any 

permit issued pursuant to this section.

(F) No person or organization shall operate or permit to be operated any vessel on the waters of 

the City in violation of division (A) of this section.

SECTION 5.  That the existing Sections 921.01, 921.01-1, 921.01-3, and 921.01-6 are hereby repealed.

SECTION 6.  That this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period 

allowed by law. 

SECTION 6. That for the reasons stated in the preamble hereto, which is hereby made a part 

hereof, this ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure and shall take effect and 

be in force from and after its passage and approval by the Mayor or 10 days after its passage if 

the Mayor neither approves nor vetoes the same.

This legislation authorizes the Director of Public Utilities to accept the award for the 2023 EcoSmart 

Choice Sustainability Grant, G602100, in the amount of $167,302.25 from American Municipal Power, Inc. 

(AMP) and to modify the non-profit service contract with Solar United Neighbors (SUN) and IMPACT 

Community Action for the Low- to Moderate-Income (LMI) Solar Co-Op program. This ordinance 

authorizes the appropriation and expenditure of the 2023 grant award for this contract modification to fund 

the Co-Op for Division of Power LMI customers.

 

The EcoSmart Choice Sustainability Grant program was instituted by AMP to return unused funds to 

participating members, recognizing EcoSmart Choice participating communities that demonstrate a 

commitment to sustainability through the promotion of environmentally focused, community based grant 

projects. Funds are unused if market renewable energy certificate (REC) prices are lower than 

anticipated. 

 

Expenditures of prior year EcoSmart Choice Grant Funds contributed to DOP’s SMART Street Lighting 

Project and an offer of smart thermostats to customers in connection with the ongoing Enhanced Meter 

Project.

 

In alignment with the Columbus Climate Action Plan, the Sustainable Columbus office has an existing 

contract with SUN and IMPACT Community Action for a low- to moderate-income (LMI) solar co-op 

program, authorized by Ordinance 2271-2023. IMPACT Community Action works directly with SUN to 

identify potential Co-Op participants, mostly through their weatherization program: a federal program that 

provides energy efficiency upgrades and includes a home audit. The services included in this agreement 

cannot be provided by existing city employees because these services are beyond the City’s current 

staffing capacity to provide. 

 

The Division of Power’s EcoSmart Choice grant award will cover 100% of the installation costs for 

eligible and participating DOP customers. Estimated costs vary from $10,000 to $15,000 per customer for 
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an average 4-kilowatt (kW) solar photovoltaic (PV) installation, and $15,000 for a battery, so the 

$167,302.25 could fully fund 11 to 16 solar PV-only projects, 5 to 6 solar PV plus battery storage projects,

BACKGROUND: 

To authorize the Director of Public Utilities to renew for an additional year and modify to add funding for 

the 2024 year to the contract with Williams Forestry & Associates, LLC for the Reservoir Restoration 

Project (Tree & Shrub Plantings at Hoover & O’Shaughnessy Reservoirs). This contract will be used to 

maintain the shoreline at the Hoover and O’Shaughnessy Reservoirs by planting trees, shrubs and for 

herbicide treatment of invasive species.

The Department of Public Utilities solicited competitive bids for the Reservoir Restoration Project in 

accordance with the relevant provisions of Chapter 329 (RFQ025146). Fifty-six (56) vendors (1 

EBE/MBE, 1 EBE/WBE, 46 MAJ, 6 MBE, 1 MBE/WBE, 1 WBE) were solicited and three (1 

EBE/MBE and 2 MAJ) bids were received on July 12, 2023.  

The lowest bidder, Ironsite, Inc. f/k/a Facemeyer Company failed to include the installation costs in the 

pricing of the trees and shrubs which was a requirement of the specifications, therefore, they have been 

deemed non-responsive.

The next lowest bidder, Davey Resource Group provided pricing for only 30 days after the bid opening, 

the bid specification required 180 days, they have been deemed non-responsive.

Therefore, the Division of Water recommended that the award be made to Williams Forestry & 

Associates, LLC as the most responsive, responsible and best bidder. 

The contract term was for one year from the date of execution to and including October 31, 2024. The 

contract language allows for two (2) one (1) year renewal options on a year to year basis upon mutual 

agreement, availability of funds, and approval by Columbus City Council. If unforeseen issues or 

difficulties are encountered that would require additional funding, a modification would be requested.  This 
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contract shall not automatically renew.

Explanation    

1.  BACKGROUND

This ordinance authorizes the Director of Public Utilities to enter into a construction contract with 

Complete General Construction Company for the Noble and Fourth Inflow Redirection project, CIP 

#650790-100000, in an amount up to $2,168,782.20; and to encumber funds with the Department of Public 

Service for construction administration and inspection services in an amount up to $2,000.00 (for a total 

expenditure of $2,170,782.20). 

 

This contract is for the redirection of public sources of inflow of six acres of the Noble / 4th sewer shed.  

In order to facilitate the redirection of the inflow, this contract includes the construction of 502 feet of 

10-inch sanitary sewer along Noble Street between 5th Street and 4th Street.  The new 10-inch sanitary 

sewer will connect to an existing 72-inch combined sewer at the intersection of Noble and 4th.  This 

project will also repurpose the existing 24-inch combined sewer on Noble Street to a dedicated storm 

sewer by abandoning CSO 510, diverting all flows to the storm 72” storm sewer.  By separating the storm 

and sanitary sewer, the flows in the sanitary can be relieved to reduce overflows into the storm sewer.  

The project will reduce inflow and infiltration to the City’s sanitary sewer system thus mitigating sanitary 

sewer overflows to basements and waterways.

 

The City of Columbus and the State of Ohio entered into a consent order in August of 2002 to resolve 

sanitary sewer overflow (SSO) related concerns for the City’s sanitary sewer system.  The consent order 

requires the City to develop and implement a program to provide adequate capacity in the collection 

system, taking all feasible steps to address SSO’s.  This is one of the projects implemented to comply with 

the consent order.  The improvements must be completed by July 1, 2025, to comply with the consent 

order.    

 

The Community Area for this ordinance will be 55, Downtown.  

 

TIMELINE:  Sanitary work is to be substantially complete within 240 calendar days of the Notice to 

Proceed. All work, including sanitary sewer and storm sewer work, is to be substantially complete within 

365 calendar days of the Notice to Proceed with final completion to occur within 425 calendar days from 

the issuance of the Notice to Proceed.
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ESTIMATED COST OF PROJECT:  The bid amount and proposed award amount is $2,168,782.20, 

including a 20% construction contingency amount that will be utilized to fund needed and approved 

changes in the work.  No contract modifications are anticipated at this time; however, construction 

exigency might later compel modification of this contract, if unforeseen difficulties are encountered.

The City intends to make a reimbursement allocation on its books for the Original Expenditures not later 

than eighteen months following the later to occur of the date of the Original Expenditure to be reimbursed 

or the date the Project for which such Original Expenditures were made is "placed in service" within the 

meaning of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2(c).  Upon the issuance of the Obligations, the proceeds 

of such Obligations shall be used to reimburse the Sanitary Reserve Fund, Fund 6102, which is the fund 

from which the advance for costs of the Project will be made.

BACKGROUND:  

The Office of CelebrateOne has received a grant award from the Franklin County Department of Jobs 

and Family Services to support the Health Equity Innovation and Birth Centers Initiative (HEIBC). 

Since 2014, CelebrateOne has led the development and implementation of strategic community-based 

initiatives targeting the unacceptably high infant mortality rate in Franklin County. Infant deaths are higher 

in CelebrateOne priority neighborhoods and are fueled by long standing racial disparities, limited resources 

and support. 

To help achieve the goal of eradicating infant mortality in Columbus and Franklin County, CelebrateOne 

has adopted a new strategic plan that calls for deeper investments in racial equity, expanded efforts to 

address the social determinants of health, and a strong, connected health and social services system. 

Franklin County is providing up to $130,784.16 in reimbursable grant funding to CelebrateOne in support of 

reducing and eliminating infant mortality and racial disparities in Franklin County by researching and 

developing strategies to create accessible on-site and in-home birthing services guided by certified doulas 

and licensed midwives. In addition, The Health Equity Innovation and Birth Centers Initiative (HEIBC), 

plans to expand access for more intensive and intentional birth methods to address maternal and infant 

health outcomes, to meet the needs of mothers and children.  

FISCAL IMPACT:  The Health Equity Innovation initiative is funded by the Franklin County 

Department of Job and Family Services as a reimbursement grant. This effort does not generate any 

revenue nor require a City match.

1.  BACKGROUND

The Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (PUCO) released a Grid Resilience Formula Grant Program on 

behalf of the State of Ohio which provides grants for the investment in electric grid infrastructure. The 

City meets the criteria to be eligible to submit an application.  Award selections are anticipated to be 

approved by the PUCO and sent to the U.S. DOE for the U.S. DOE’s required review and approval in 

the calendar year 2024. The U.S. DOE awarded to the PUCO in 2023 a total of $14,216,570, which 

includes Ohio’s allocations for federal fiscal years 1 and 2 of the program ($7,122,706 and $7,093,864, 

respectively).

This legislation will authorize the Director of the Department of Public Utilities to formally apply for a 

funding under this program for fiscal year 2024. It also authorizes the execution of agreements with the 

Public Utilities Commission of Ohio or others in connection with the application for the grant, the award of 

the grant, the expenditure of grant funds, and the return of unused grant funds if any should remain at the 

end of the grant.

The Columbus Division of Power is a full-service, publicly owned electrical utility that provides power to 

industry, business and residential customers through the purchase of wholesale power and delivered 

through its own distribution system.  The City is requesting funding to improve the reliability of the 

Furnace 14043 distribution circuit. This Circuit is a critical connector transgressing approximately 8.7 miles 

within several disadvantaged areas and improvements are needed to replace aging assets and improve 

operational flexibility. This critical resiliency project involves replacing rotten wood distribution poles, 

damaged cross arms, potted porcelain fused cutouts, gapped lighting arresters, and main line conductor. In 

addition, new electronic reclosers, gang-operated air breaks, and solid blade disconnects will be installed to 

improve operational flexibility. The City is requesting $1.5 M in grant funding for the first Phase of the 

project (design and engineering) with a 25% match of the total federal share requirement, or $500,000.

1.  BACKGROUND

The Ohio Department of Development has a Water and Wastewater Infrastructure Grant Program which 

provides grants to improve access to clean drinking water and wastewater infrastructure. Grants of up to 

$5 million for construction projects are available to Ohio communities. All political subdivisions with the 

authority to own and operate public water and sewer systems and non-profit, non-community public water 

systems may submit an application. Eligible construction projects can receive a maximum grant amount of 

$5 million. The City meets the criteria to be eligible to submit an application. 

This legislation will authorize the Director of the Department of Public Utilities to formally apply for a 

funding under this program. It also authorizes the execution of agreements with Ohio Department of 

Development or others in connection with the application for the grant, the award of the grant, the 

expenditure of grant funds, and the return of unused grant funds if any should remain at the end of the 

grant.

The Department of Public Utilities has identified a project (Blueprint Hilltop - Eureka/Fremont)  that is 

part of City of Columbus’ Consent Order program Blueprint Columbus, which will reduce storm water 

inflow and infiltration to the sanitary sewer system to prevent overflows and water in basement events. 

This project will construct nine large regional bio-retention basins, four rain gardens, up to 3,000 feet of 

water line replacement and up to 2,600 feet of new storm sewer in the Hilltop neighborhood. The 

construction is anticipated to start in mid 2024 and complete in May 2026.

Explanation

1.  BACKGROUND

The Brightening Ohio Communities (BOC) program is designed to provide grants to implement 

cost-effective, energy efficiency improvements for streetlights, perimeter lighting, and municipal-owned 

parking lot lighting in communities across Ohio. Funding for this program comes from the U.S. 

Department of Energy’s (DOE) Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) program, 

made possible by the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA). Ohio was one of eight states 

awarded federal funding on Oct. 12 through the first round of the EECBG program. 

Ohio Department of Development is accepting applications for this program. This program provides 

$3,130,030 with each county being eligible to receive a maximum award of $500,000. Local units of 

government applying may submit multiple applications or multiple projects on one application, but total 

funding will be limited to $500,000 per county. At a minimum, $1,252,012 will be used for projects located 

within Ohio’s Disadvantaged Communities. 

The Department of Public Utilities proposed project (Hilltop Phase II Street Lighting Project) includes 

smart lighting improvements in the South Side Columbus neighborhoods area generally bounded by High 

Street on the west, Livingston Avenue on the north, Alum Creek Drive to the east and Marion Road to the 

south.  The Department is requesting $500,000 for the project which will replace approximately 3,900 

existing HPS lights with LED lights that will be connected to a central control system. The street lighting 

activity falls within the consolidated plan goal for Public Facilities/Infrastructure Improvement and 

addresses the Low/Moderate Income Area Benefit National objective. The project is located in a 

primarily residential service area with approximately 70% residents who are low/moderate income and all 

the residents in the service area will benefit from the smart lighting improvement. 

2.  FISCAL IMPACT

Approval of this legislation will authorize the Director of Public Utilities to appropriate and expend grant 

funds received from the Ohio Department of Development.

Explanation

BACKGROUND:  The Director of Public Safety, on behalf of The Division of Police and the Division of 

Fire is requesting approval to enter into contract with Alina Sharafutdinova DBA Village Venture LLC.  

The Department of Public Safety received a U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, Substance 

Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration award, funding the Rapid Response Emergency 

Addiction Crisis Team (RREACT) outreach efforts in October 2019.  The project award period was 

granted a formal extension period of 12 months. The extension grant budget period is September 30, 2023 

through September 29, 2024. The grant extension will allow the completion of the initially approved 

program goals and permit an orderly phase-out of program objectives.  Alina Sharafutdinova, DBA 

Village Venture, LLC, was selected as the grant program manager under the original award cycle.  

Village Venture, LLC operates under the guidance of Alina Sharafutdinova and consists of a team of data 

scientists, a data QA admin, and a project manager.  Over five years of RREACT's operations, Alina 

Sharafutdinova has provided program management contract services to the team using the SAMHSA 

FR-CARA grant.

Through this contract, Village Venture, LLC will serve as a project, process, compliance, and reporting 

coordinator for the grant project under the 2019 SAMHSA FR-CARA Award. The Village Venture team 

will be responsible for the 2019 SAMHSA FR-CARA project phase-out, management and execution of 

the proposed objectives, data evaluation and analysis, and federal reporting. Village Venture, LLC will 

serve as the SAMHSA grant specialist's primary point of contact and ensure project implementation is 

completed according to grant goals, objectives, and timeline. Village Venture will work closely with the 

Columbus Division of Fire and Columbus Division of Police to ensure fiscal and programmatic reports are 

prepared and submitted on time.

BID INFORMATION: The Public Safety Department requests to waive competitive bid provisions of 

the Columbus City Code to enter into contract with Alina Sharafutdinova DBA Village Venture LLC due 

to her expertise with this specific grant that she has been working on for the past four years. 

This company is not debarred according to the Federal excluded parties listing or prohibited from being 

awarded a contract according to the Auditor of State unresolved findings for recovery certified search.

FISCAL IMPACT:  This ordinance authorizes the Department of Public Safety to enter into contract 

with Alina Sharafutdinova DBA Village Venture LLC for funds in the amount of $94,500.00 for continued 

grant management services.

Explanation

1.  BACKGROUND

This ordinance seeks City Council approval for the Director of the Department of Public Utilities (DPU) 

to execute Water Supply Revolving Loan Account (WSRLA) loan agreements through a loan program 

jointly administered by the Ohio EPA’s Division of Environmental and Financial Assistance (DEFA) and 

the Ohio Water Development Authority (OWDA) for the construction of DPU water distribution and 

supply system improvements. 

The WSRLA program provides below-market interest rate loans for municipal water system 

improvements.  The 35 capital improvement construction projects listed in Section 1 of this ordinance, 

totaling approximately $555 million, are believed by DPU to qualify for the WSRLA program and have 

been nominated by DPU for loan funding through the WSRLA in Program Year 2025, which runs from 

July 1, 2024 through June 30, 2025.  A WSRLA loan application is submitted for each project after the bid 

results are known.  An ordinance is also submitted for City Council approval to award the bid and to use 

loan funding to finance the project.  The OWDA Board typically reviews applications and approves loans 

the month following receipt of the application if all other required information has also been submitted.  

The Ohio EPA (OEPA) requires City Council approval of an ordinance authorizing applications to be 

submitted for the WSRLA loan program.         

The Department of Public Utilities anticipates applying for loan funding for the projects listed in Section 1 

of this ordinance.  However, it may become necessary to add or subtract from this list of projects 

depending upon project schedule adjustments, departmental need, or OEPA/OWDA deciding the project 

is not eligible for WSRLA loan funding.  

2.  FISCAL IMPACT

An expenditure is not requested with this ordinance.  All applicable loan administration fees will be rolled 

into each loan upon execution of the loan agreements.  An ordinance will be submitted seeking City 

Council approval to award the construction bid for each project, while also seeking City Council approval 

to loan fund the awarded contract. These WSRLA loans will be paid off over a 20-year period from 
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water service fees (the dedicated source of repayment). Water service rate increases have been 

projected and planned in anticipation of these projects and loans.

BACKGROUND: This legislation authorizes the Finance and Management Director to modify a contract 

with CBRE Government Services, LLC (CBRE) for facility management services at the Franklin County 

Municipal Court Building. Since 2007, the Department of Finance and Management has contracted for 

facility management services for the Franklin County Municipal Court Building at 375 S. High Street. 

 

CBRE is responsible for regularly assessing the conditions of the building and its systems, developing and 

implementing building operations (including janitorial and security services), performing preventive 

maintenance, and establishing capital plans necessary to maintain, preserve, and keep the premises in good 

repair and condition. At the City’s request, CBRE may also act as a liaison and assist in the oversight of 

the design and build out of building renovations and improvements at these facilities. 

 

This modification is necessary to add additional funding to and extend the term of the facility management 

agreement. It is necessary to extend the term of the contract through December 2024, to allow for the 

Department of Finance and Management to bid out these services via a Best Value Proposal solicitation. 

The original term was delayed 6 months from the intended start date.  By modifying the current contract 

to the end of the calendar year, it will allow for better budgeted forecasting going forward.  The current 

contract period ends on May 31, 2024.

 

The initial term of this contract was awarded pursuant to Ordinance 1223-2019 and was for the period 

June 1, 2019 - May 31, 2020, with four (4) annual renewal options.  The first contract renewal was 

awarded pursuant to Ordinance 0873-2020 and was for the period June 1, 2020 - May 31, 2021.  A 

contract modification was done to add additional funds in the amount of $270,000 pursuant to ordinance 

2100-2020.  The second contract renewal was awarded pursuant to Ordinance 0908-2021 and was for the 

period June 1, 2021 - May 31, 2022. The third renewal was awarded pursuant to Ordinance 0653-2022 

and was for the period June 1, 2022 - May 31, 2023.  A contract modification was done for additional 

funds in the amount of $160,000.00, pursuant to Ordinance No. 3171-2022.  The fourth (4th) and final 

contract renewal was awarded pursuant to Ordinance 1258-2023 for the period June 1, 2023 - May 31, 

2024.  A contract modification was done for additional funds in the amount of $208,973.00, pursuant to 

Ordinance No. 3114-2023.

Fiscal Impact:  This ordinance authorizes an expenditure of up to $984,682.00 within the General Fund 

with CBRE Government Services, LLC for facility management services at the Franklin County 

Municipal Court Building.

Ordinance 1258-2023 authorized the expenditure of $1,633,828.00 for these facility management services. 

Ordinance 3114-2023 authorized the expenditure of $208,973.00 for flooring and elevator generator 

replacement as well as personnel costs. With this modification, the 2023-2024 contract amount will be 

$2,827,483.00. In 2022, the Finance and Management Department expended $2,944,710.00 for these 

services collectively.

Explanation

BACKGROUND: The Office of CelebrateOne embarked upon two housing programs for pregnant 

families that were originally funded by the Coalition on Homelessness and Housing in Ohio (COHHIO) 

for the Healthy Beginnings At Home (HBAH) 2.0 Program; and the Housing Pregnant Women (HPW) 

Program, funded privately through a grant from Anthem/Elevance in April 2022.  As both funding sources 

have been exhausted, and the sixty (60) housing participating families continue to require both housing and 

housing support services, it is necessary to add funding to the program.

Through funding provided by the Department of Finance & Management, CelebrateOne will consolidate 

the two housing programs into one program for all sixty (60) families.

Both HBAH and HPW were intended to reduce the infant mortality of high-risk pregnant women by 

providing affordable housing intervention to those living in unstable housing. These programs provided 

rental assistance, housing stabilization services, as well as prenatal and postnatal support to promote the 

health of a mother, infant and family as early as possible in pregnancy and to minimize the impact of 

unstable housing on pregnant women living in the CelebrateOne high-risk target zip codes within 

Columbus. The term of the original contract was April 1, 2022 to March 31, 2024.  However, due to rental 

market conditions, the 24 months of housing assistance did not begin until the end of 2022 for some client 

families, and into to the middle of 2023 for other client families within the program.  This ordinance 

provides the current housing and housing stabilization services provider, Physicians Care Connection with 

$1,300,000.00 in order to continue to provide safe housing, housing support services, career skills training, 

home visiting services, throughout the 24 months for client families, ending by December 31, 2025. 

VENDOR:  Physicians Care Connection D365# 005206, non-profit

EMERGENCY ACTION:  This ordinance is submitted as an emergency as to not delay continued 

housing program services as there are monthly rental payments that may possibly be delayed and causing 

negative impacts for vulnerable families such as additional late fees and/or eviction notices.  

WAIVER OF COMPETITIVE BIDDING:  A new contract with Physicians CareConnection (PCC) 
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is necessary to continue the work already underway with up to sixty (60) client families. Physicians 

CareConnection is a non-profit entity already providing the same housing services for pregnant and 

homeless families in the Columbus area.  Advertising for a new vendor to provide these services is 

manifestly impractical as the housing and housing stabilization services are already underway and clients 

are presently enrolled in the programs.  Advertising and selecting a new vendor would unnecessarily 

cause delays in housing the clients and would likely exceed the costs negotiated with Physicians 

CareConnection.  PCC has the necessary skills and experience to continue the work.  A contract with 

Physicians CareConnection was negotiated by CelebrateOne.  This new contract with Physicians 

CareConnection requires the waiving of the City's Code Section 329 as it pertains to advertising, 

evaluating, and awarding professional services contracts due to the urgency of getting a qualified housing 

assistance firm to oversee the program as it relates to homelessness in Central Ohio.

Ordinance #1130-90, passed June 13, 1990 (Z89-093),  rezoned 34.57± acres at 4080 Business Park Road 

from R-1, Residential District and L-M, Limited Manufacturing District to  L-M, Limited Manufacturing 

District to allow limited commercial and manufacturing uses within three parcels known as Parcel A, 

Parcel B, and Parcel C. This ordinance amends the allowable uses within Parcels A and B to include 

truck, utility trailer, RV sales, rental, and leasing, and automotive maintenance and repair uses. The 

remaining development standards from Ordinance #1130-090 remain unchanged.

WHEREAS, Ordinance #1130-90, passed June 13, 1990 (Z89-093), rezoned 34.57± acres at 4080 

BUSINESS PARK DR. (43204), from R-1, Residential District and L-M, Limited Manufacturing to the 
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L-M, Limited Manufacturing to allow limited manufacturing and commercial uses; and

WHEREAS, that rezoning established specific allowable uses within Parcel A and Parcel B; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant proposes to modify the limitation text to allow the addition of truck, utility 

trailer, and RV sales, rental, and leasing, and automotive maintenance and repair uses within Parcels A 

and B; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend Section 3 of Ordinance #1130-90, passed June 13, 1990 (Z89-093),  

to revise the limitation text to allow the addition of truck, utility trailer, and RV sales, rental, and leasing, 

and automotive maintenance and repair uses within Parcels A and B; and

 

WHEREAS, all other aspects of Ordinance #1130-90 are unaffected by this amendment and remain in 

effect, and are repeated below for clarity; now, therefore; and

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation in the City of Columbus in that it 

is immediately necessary to pass this ordinance due to the Large financial transaction held up 

after Applicant’s/Property Owner’s internal review discovered long-practiced uses were not in 

compliance with applicable L-M District for the immediate preservation of the public peace, 

property, health and safety; now, therefore:

SECTION 1. That the Official Zoning Map of the City of Columbus, as adopted by Ordinance #0179 

-03, passed February 24, 2003, and as subsequently amended, is hereby revised by changing the zoning of

INTRODUCTION & BACKGROUND:  The subject Property, which currently consists of one 

Franklin County Parcel ID 570-105100-00, was rezoned in two phases.  In 1990, approximately 32.62 ac 

of the Property was rezoned from R-1, Residential District and L-M, Manufacturing District, to L-M, 

Limited-Manufacturing District, (Z89-093, 06/13/1990, H-35). In 2001, the western-most 1.77 ac portion 

of the Property (at the time a separate tax parcel 570-105100) was rezoned from R-1, Residential District 

to L-M, Limited Manufacturing District (Z01-053, 11/28/2001 LM, H-35).

Applicant/Property Owner/Star Leasing Company LLC (“Star”), has occupied the Property since 1996, 

initially as a lessee pursuant to a lease with an affiliate, and since 2012 as the Property Owner.  Star has 

been using the Property principally for its general corporate offices and trailer storage, as well as trailer 

maintenance and inspection. A recent internal zoning review prompted Star to reach out to the City of 

Columbus Building and Zoning Department to verify that Star’s historical and current uses were in 

compliance with the Columbus Zoning Code. Additional zoning reviews determined that a small portion of 

Star’s historical/current use of the Property for the provision of maintenance and inspection services for 

3rd parties (i.e., trailers not owned or operated by Star) was neither a permitted primary nor accessory 

use under the Property’s current zoning.

Star is applying for the subject Amendment to the Rezoning in order to allow for all its historical uses of 

the Property to be included as Permitted Uses under the Zoning Code.
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PERMITTED USES:

Parcels A and B:

(a) Those uses contained in Section 3353.01, C-2, Commercial (ancillary retail sales, warehouse and 

distribution where the primary use is office); 

(b) Hotels and motels with retail and service shops as a part thereof; 

(c) Restaurants; 

(d) Those uses contained in Section 3363.02(a) (b) (d), 3363.04, 3363.05, 3363.06, 3363.07, 3363,08, 

M, Manufacturing District, and ancillary retail sales of those items permitted in said sections;

(e) Truck, Utility Trailer, and RV (Recreational Vehicle) Sales, Rental and Leasing; and

(f) Automotive (including Truck and Trailer) Maintenance and Repair

Parcel C:

(a) Retention pond;

(b) Recreational activities, including boating; and

(c) The uses which are permitted in Parcels A and B may cantilever their buildings a maximum of 

fifty (50) feet over the retention pond.

DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS: Unless otherwise indicated in the written text or site plan, the 

applicable development standards are contained in Chapter 3363 of the Columbus City Code.

ADDITIONAL DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS:

Setbacks:

1. Along and adjacent to I-70/I-270 a twenty-five (25) foot building, maneuvering and parking 

setback shall be maintained.

2. Along and adjacent to the proposed private road situated along the south line of Parcels A and 

B, a ten (10) foot building maneuvering and parking setback shall be maintained.

Lighting:

1. All external lighting shall be cutoff type fixtures and shall not spill any light off the property onto 

the abutting residential area or I-70/I-270.

2. All types of parking, pedestrian and other exterior lighting shall be on poles and shall be £ran 

the same manufacturer type and style.

3. Parking lot lighting shall be no higher than 28 feet.

Environmental Treatments:

1. Tree plantings shall be required at a density of one per forty (40) lineal feet of frontage at a 

minimum distance of five (5) feet from and parallel to I-70/1-270 and any interior streets. Minimum tree 

size at installation shall be 2 1/2 inches.

2. All parking areas adjacent to I-70/1-270 and any interior streets shall have headlight screening 

of thirty (30) inches minimum height along and parallel to the site frontage as measured from the highest 

elevation of the nearest section of the adjacent parking area. This screening may be accomplished by the 
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change of the topography.

3. No truck parking shall be permitted between any building and any residential use.

4. For any building located adjacent-to residential properties, no loading door or truck doors shall 

face such residentially used property. Only pedestrian doors shall be allowed in such areas. This restriction 

shall not prevent the applicant £ran having loading and/or truck doors on the interior side of a building away 

from the residentially zoned property.

5. For any building located adjacent to I-70/1-270, no loading doors or truck doors shall face I-

70/I-270. Only pedestrian doors shall be allowed in such areas. This restriction shall not prevent the 

applicant £ran having loading and/or truck doors on the interior side of a building away from I- 70/I-270 so 

long as those doors are screened by other buildings to the height of the loading and/or truck door.

6. For any building located adjacent to the retention pond, no loading doors or truck doors shall 

face the retention pond. Only pedestrian doors shall be allowed in such areas. This restriction shall not 

prevent the applicant from having loading and/or truck doors on the interior side of a building away £ran the 

retention pond.

7. Lot coverage for structures and paved areas shall not exceed eighty-five percent (85%).  

Sidewalks and paved plazas at building entrance shall not be considered a part of lot coverage.

8. Loading areas shall be screened by structures and/or landscaping to minimum height of seven 

(7) feet from view on all sides.

9. No buildings shall be constructed on Parcel C; however, the buildings which are permitted in 

Parcels A and B may be cantilevered a maximum of fifty (50) feet over Parcel C.

10. No outdoor music shall be permitted on Parcels A, B and C.

SECTION 4. That this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period 

allowed by law.

SECTION 4. That for the reasons stated in the preamble hereto, which is hereby made a part 

hereof, this ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure and shall take effect and 

be in force from and after its passage and approval by the Mayor or 10 days after its passage if 

the Mayor neither approves nor vetoes the same.

BACKGROUND:  In July 2022, the Office of CelebrateOne was awarded a grant from the Ohio

The Ohio Department of Medicaid has awarded this grant to the Office of CelebrateOne at the City of 

Columbus to coordinate the Enhanced Maternal Health Program in Franklin County. CelebrateOne has 

been designated as the primary grantee organization and administrator for this grant in Franklin County.

BACKGROUND

 

This ordinance authorizes the Interim Director of Public Service to enter into grant agreements with three 

not-for-profit organizations known as the Short North Alliance, Inc., the Capital Crossroads Special 

Improvement District of Columbus, Inc., and the Columbus Fashion Initiative dba Columbus Fashion 

Alliance in the amount of $100,000.00 each in support of their open streets event programming.

 

In 2023, the Short North Alliance, Inc. piloted one of the largest ever open streets experiences in 

Columbus in the City's largest, busiest, and most prominent streets. With support from Columbus City 

Council and dozens from within the private sector, the Holiday Hop event was re-imagined into an open 

streets format to elevate inclusivity, showcase spaces for people and not just cars, and provide momentum 

for the small business community at a critical time when they needed it the most after a tough year. 

Initiatives like this have proven very popular and are important teaching tools to demonstrate to residents 

the importance of experiencing Columbus and its amenities not only through a single-occupancy vehicle 

experience, but also as a pedestrian or micro-mobility user.

 

The Short North Alliance, Inc. has planned three open-streets initiatives: gallery hop on June 1 and Sept. 

7, and Holiday Hop on December 7. These events will create synergy with other Columbus festivities 

including Pride Month and the Gallery Hop's 40th anniversary.

 

This year, the Capital Crossroads Special Improvement District of Columbus, Inc. and the Columbus 

Fashion Alliance are both planning to host open-streets events as well. Similar to the Short North Alliance, 

Inc.'s planned events, this programming will offer residents in different parts of the City the opportunity to 

experience the open-streets concept for the first time in conjunction with downtown events and 614 Day. 

The Columbus Fashion Alliance is providing event production services to the City for the 614 Day open 

streets event.
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A separate contract in the amount of $25,000 of remaining appropriation will be established by the Interim

District parcel is subject to the Cleveland Avenue/South Linden Urban Commercial Overlay (UCO). The 

requested CPD, Commercial Planned Development District will allow an expansion of the existing library 

and new parking lots. The CPD text includes use restrictions and supplemental development standards 

that address building and parking setbacks, landscaping, exterior building materials, and dumpster 

enclosure, and includes a commitment to develop the site in accordance with the submitted site plan and 

building elevations. Code modifications to parking aisle, loading space, and UCO building design standards 

are included in the text. The site is located within the planning boundaries of the South Linden Land Use 

Plan (2018), which recommends “Mixed Use 2” land uses at this location, and includes complete adoption 

of the Columbus Citywide Planning Policies (C2P2) Design Guidelines (2018). Staff supports the

Background: This ordinance authorizes the expenditure of $500,000.00 for the purpose of administering 

the Business District Safety Enhancement Program. Through this program, the Department of Public 

Safety will work in conjunction with the Division of Police and the Short North Alliance to develop plans 

to appropriately deter crime and improve safety in Columbus’ business districts.

In 2022 and 2023, the City of Columbus funded the Business District Safety Enhancement Program which 

resulted in a significant reduction of crime. There is a need for a continuation of this funding from the City 

of Columbus to supplement safety enhancements in the Short North business. The Short North Alliance 

will utilize this funding in support of their violent crime interdiction programs, which utilize law 

enforcement personnel serving in a special duty capacity, educational campaigns, and community outreach 

workers in an effort to prevent and address violent crime.

This neighborhood safety program is part of a much larger community investment strategy employed by 

the City to provide safe and resilient communities. The City of Columbus has utilized a community wide 

approach under a number of assistance programs including summer youth safety programming as well as 

numerous Neighborhood Safety Grants. The City will make additional neighborhood safety investments in 

subsequent ordinances.

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By-Laws of The Columbus South Side Area Commission 

INTRODUCTION 
THESE BY-LAWS establish the procedures under which The Columbus South Side Area 
Commission shall execute those duties and functions set forth in and with authority granted under 
Chapters 3109 and 3111 of the Columbus City Code (hereinafter abbreviated as "C.C.") and Sections 
60, 61 and 121 of the Columbus City Charter. 

Purpose 
The purpose of this Commission is to afford additional voluntary citizen participation in decision­
making in an advisory capacity to the City Administration and City Council as provided in C.C. 
Section 3109.01; and to facilitate communication, understanding, and cooperation among citizens, 
neighborhood groups, city officials and staff, and other stakeholders by performing those functions 
and duties set forth in C.C. Section 3109.14. The Commission shall not endorse any candidate for 
public office. 

Article I. Name 
The name of this organization shall be The Columbus South Side Area Commission, hereinafter 
referred to as the "Commission" or "CS SAC". 

Article II. Conunission Area 
The area served by the Commission (the "Commission Area") shall be all incorporated areas of the 
City of Columbus, excluding those areas already made part of an Area Commission as set forth in C.C. 
Chapter 3111, and any area as hereafter adopted by the Commission and approved by the Columbus 
City Council ("Council"), as follows: 

Beginning at the intersection of the centerlines of Lathrop Street and East Livingston Avenue; thence 
easterly along the centerline of East Livingston Avenue to its point of intersection with the centerline 
of Studer Avenue; thence southerly along the centerline of Studer Avenue to its point of intersection 
with the centerline of first alley running parallel to and lying south of Livingston Avenue, otherwise 
known as Denton Alley; thence westerly along centerline of Denton Alley to its point of intersection 
with the centerline of first unnamed alley running parallel to and lying east of Linwood Avenue; thence 
southerly along the centerline of the first unnamed alley running parallel to and lying east of Linwood 
Avenue to its point of intersection with the centerline of second unnamed alley running parallel to and 
lying north ofE. Whittier Street; thence easterly along the centerline of second unnamed alley running 
parallel to and lying north of E. Whittier Street to its point of intersection with centerline of Studer 
Avenue; thence southerly along the centerline of Studer Avenue to its point of intersection with the 
centerline of Whittier Street; thence easterly along the centerline of Whittier Street to its point of 
intersection with Rhoads Avenue and continuing thereon along the extended centerline of Whittier 
Street to Memory Lane; thence easterly along the centerline of Memory Lane to its point of intersection 
with Alum Creek Drive and continuing thereon along the extended centerline of Memory Lane to the

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Article IU IVIcmbership 
Section 1. Members. There shall be fourteen (14) members of the Commission who shall be known 
as "Commissioners." Thirteen (13) of the Commissions are elected by general election as provided in 
Article VIII. One (1) Youth Commissioner is appointed by the Chair and elected by majority vote of 
the Commission. All members shall have equal standing as a Commission member. Unless otherwise 
provided herein, each Commissioner shall reside, have employment, or ownership in real property in 
the Commission Area; District Commissioners shall reside within their District Area; be duly appointed 
by the Mayor with the concurrence of Council; and serve without compensation. Commissioners shall 
have resided, have employment, or ownership in real property in the Commission within the 
Commission Area at least six ( 6) months prior to their nomination and election and shall maintain their 
residency in the Commission Area at all times they is serving as a Commissioner. Unless otherwise 
adopted and approved in accordance with Article XI herein, Commissioners shall be elected and 
appointed as follows: 

• Nine (9) members; one (1) from each of the nine (9) Districts as set forth in Addendum A, 
attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, or any amendment thereto, to represent 
such District; 

• One (1) member elected at-large who is a resident of the Commission Area, either as a tenant 
or homeowner, to represent residents, who will be designated as "At-Large Resident"; 

• One (1) member elected at-large who is a business owner who resides in, or who's business 
resides within the Commission Area, to represent businesses or organizations which provide or 
promote tangible services or substantial economic benefit to the Commission Area, who will be 
designated as "At-Large Business"; 

• One (1) member elected at-large who is a resident of the Commission Area, to represent 
individuals or entities organized for religious, social or other public interest purposes, who will 
be designated as "At-Large Religious & Social Services"; 

• One (1) member elected at-large who is a resident of the Commission Area, to represent 
individuals or entities organized for educational purposes, who will be designated as "At-Large 
Education"; and 

• One (1) member who shall be appointed by the Chair and elected by the Commission who is a 
resident of the Commission Area and under the age of 18 at the time of appointment, to represent 
the area's youth, and who will be designated as "At-Large Youth". 

Newly created commission seats may be nominated and appointed by the Commission as if filling a 
vacancy as outlined in Section 7 of this article for terms to coincide with the Election Schedule in 
AddendumD. 

Section 2. Terms. All terms shall be for a period of three (3) years. All terms shall expire on the last 
day of the month of December in different years. The term of elected members, or members nominated 
by the Commission to fill a vacancy, shall commence no sooner than thirty (30) days after notice of 
nomination has been received by the Mayor's Office and be for no more than the time left in the term 
of said vacancy. Resignations may be accepted by the Commission Chair. 
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Article IV. Officers 
Section 1. Officers. The Officers of the Commission shall be the Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary and 
Treasurer. It is desirable, but not required, that all Officers must have served no less than one year on 
the Commission to be eligible. 

Section 2. Election of Officers. Nominations for officers will occur at the January meeting and will be 
open to all commissioners on the commission. Election of officers will then be held at the beginning of 
the January meeting, immediately after all new commissioners are seated. A Chair Pro Tempore will 
be chosen at the November meeting in the event that the current chair will not be a part of the 
commission in the January meeting to preside over the election of Officers. Commission officers shall 
serve without compensation for a term of one year. 

Section 3. Chair The Chair shall preside at all meetings of the Commission; in consultation with the 
Commissioners, represent the Commission before public bodies and at public hearings; appoint 
Standing and Special Committees of the Commission; serve as an ex-officio member of all committees; 
coordinate the actions of officers and committee chairpersons; and perform other duties associated with 
the office as necessary and appropriate or as may be assigned by the Commission. The Chair, in 
consultation with the Commissioners, shall prepare the agenda for the regular meetings of the 
Commission and the Executive Committee. The Chair, in consultation with the Commissioners, shall 
direct, delegate and appoint the chairperson of standing committees. Persons elected as Chair are 
required to have served no less than one year on the Commission to be eligible. 

Section 4. Vice-Chair. The Vice-Chair shall assist the Chair: perform the duties of the Chair in their 
absence; and perform such other duties as may be assigned by the Commission. The Vice-Chair shall 
be the liaison between the Commission and any volunteers or staff hired or assigned to the Commission. 

Section 5. Secretary: The Secretary shall maintain an accurate and objective record of Commission 
meetings and meetings of the Executive Committee and provide for the reporting of minutes; maintain 
records of all votes of the Commission and the Executive Committee; call the roll at all Commission 
meetings and Meetings of the Executive Committee; coordinate the preparation and distribution of the 
Commission's agenda in aid of the Chair; maintain all records of the Commission and any other such 
records as the Commission may direct; and perform related duties as may be demanded by the 
Secretary's office. The voting records and minutes of all public Commission meetings shall be open to 
public examination and forwarded to the City as provided in C.C. Section 3109.07. In the absence of 
both the Chair and the Vice-Chair, the Secretary shall call the meeting to order and preside until the 
immediate election of a Chair Pro Tempore. In the absence of the Secretary another Commissioner may 
serve the role of the Secretary. Section 6. Treasurer. The Treasurer shall be the Fiduciary Agent 
for the commission and shall have the care and custody of all monies belonging to the Commission and 
shall be solely responsible for such monies; shall cause to be deposited in a regular business bank all 
funds received from the City or any other funds; be one of two or more Officers who shall sign checks 
on behalf of the Commission and in no event shall a check or other disbursement of monies be signed 
or authorized in advance of a real and tangible need; shall render at regular intervals and at the 
Commission's Annual Meeting a written account of the finances of the Commission which reports shall 
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Article V. !Vfeetings 

Section 1. Regular Meetings. Regular meetings of the Commission shall be held at 6:30 p.m. on the 
fourth ( 4th

) Tuesday of each month unless otherwise directed by a majority vote of the Commission. 
All Commission meetings shall be held in the Commission Area in a regular meeting place which shall 
be an appropriate large room convenient for members and the public. The Commission shall provide 
to its constituents and the City Administration seven (7) days advanced notice of any change in the 
meeting time or place handled one or more of the following ways - by publication in a newspaper of 
general circulation in the Commission Area, by door-to-door notice, or through electronic media (which 
may include email, social media such as Facebook, and website pages). All Commission meetings are 
open to the general public and shall comply with the open meeting requirements set forth in C.C. 
Chapter 121, and the provisions of the Ohio Open Meetings Act, Ohio Revised Code Section 121.22, 
as applicable. 

The Commission may meet via digital forum while the City of Columbus is under a public health or 
other emergency order, or as deemed necessary to protect the public health and welfare. In such cases, 
proper public notice shall be given, and accommodations made to ensure proceedings are open to the 
public. All Commission business and votes taken under such conditions shall carry the full weight of 
votes conducted during in-person meetings. 

Section 2. Annual Meeting. The Annual Meeting shall be the Commission's regularly scheduled 
meeting following the seating of newly elected commissioners, at which time the Commission shall 
elect Commissioner Officers. 

Section 3. Recess. The Commission shall not hold a regular meeting during the month of August unless 
two-thirds of those members present and voting determine that extenuating circumstances justify that 
the Commission meet during the month of August. 

Section 4. Special Meetings. Special Meetings may be called by the Executive Committee, the Chair 
or by a majority of the Commissioners in a regular or special meeting. The special meeting's purpose, 
date, time and location shall be stated in the meeting notice. No business will be considered at a special 
meeting unless it was included in the meeting notice and a quorum is present. 

In the case of a special meeting, the Commission shall provide to its constituents and the City 
Administration three (3) days advance written notice of the proposed special meeting handled one or 
more of the following ways - by publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the Commission 
Area, by door-to-door notice, or through electronic media (which may include email, social media such 
as Face book, and website pages). 

Section 5. Notice of Meetings. All meetings shall be open to the public and notice shall be published 
at least seven (7) days in advance in accordance with City codes and regulations. 

Section 6. Quorum: A simple majority of the members seated shall constitute a quorum for the 
conduct of business at all Commission meetings. Nothing herein shall prevent the adjournment of any 
such meeting to a later specified date, regardless of the presence of a quorum. 
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Section 9. Presentations. The Chair shall recognize all members of the public who wish to address 
the Commission concerning issues under discussion. The Chair may uniformly limit debate to an 
equal amount of time for each side of an issue; and when appropriate, the issue will be referred by the 
Chair to the proper Committee for action and report at the next Commission meeting. Debate and 
comment time will be conducted as follows, unless the Chair deems time limits should be adjusted 
based on evening's agenda: 

1. Informational Presentations will be limited to ten (10) minutes for each presentation with an 
additional five (5) minutes for questions from the commissioners. Requests for informational 
presentations must be submitted to the Chair within fourteen (14) days of the meeting that 
they wish to present. A limit of three (3) informational presentations will be permitted at any 
given meeting. 

2. Zoning Variance Presentations will be limited to a total of ten ( I 0) minutes for each presentation 
with an additional ten (I 0) minutes for questions from the commissioners. Zoning presentations 
should only be placed on the meeting agenda by the Zoning Chairperson. A civic association 
representative may have up to five (5) minutes to speak on behalf of the civic association. 

3. Public Comments on zoning presentations will be limited to three (3) people in favor and three 
people opposed, and each will be permitted three (3) minutes of speaking time. In the event 
that there is a large number of individuals wishing to speak, speaker slips will be made available 
prior to the meeting and will be chosen on a first turned in basis. 

4. Public Announcements will be limited to two (2) minutes per person who wishes to share 
general information on a public topic. This will be limited to the amount of time available at the 
end of the meeting. 

Section 10. Dissenting or Concurring Reports: Dissenting or concurring reports may be filed with 
the Secretary by any Commissioner and shall be attached to the majority report. 
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The Committee shall report committee business at the next regular meeting of the Commission and 
provide an annual committee report at the Commission's Annual Meeting. 

Any and all developers, planners, lawyers, public advocates or representatives, or any other such 
person, making an application or request to the City for any zoning, building or housing related 
issue will be required to address the Commission. Applications and requests will only be placed on 
the agenda of the Commission once the CRNA(s) within whose jurisdiction such application or 
request resides has been notified of such application or request in accordance with its respective 
by-laws, rules or regulations, and has been provided an opportunity to approve or disapprove 
thereof, in accordance with the CSSAC Zoning Policy, attached hereto as Addendum B. 

Demolition permit applications will be distributed to the Zoning Committee Chair by the City. It 
is understood by the Commissioners on zoning matters, that they shall follow the current city code. 
Once a demolition permit is issued, the Zoning Chair shall notify the Zoning Committee, the Area 
Commissioner and CRNA President(s) of the affected area. The Chairperson shall give ten (10) 
business days for objection( s ). If no objections are made, the Chairperson shall recommend the 
demolition. If there are objections, a discussion shall be held at the next scheduled Commission 
meeting. Emergency demolitions are issued by the City if it is determined the building is an 
immediate safety issue for the residents of the area. In the event of an emergency demolition, the 
Zoning Committee Chair will notify the appropriate CRNA(s) of the City's intentions. See policies 
for demolitions and zoning in Addendum B. 

C. The Public Services and Planning Committee. The Public Services and Planning Committee shall 
review the adequacy and operation of all public services, including but not limited to utilities, 
safety, infrastructure, health, parks, and emergency response, provided by the City and other public 
agencies to the Commission Area, and recommend priorities and improvements thereto. The 
Committee shall make themselves aware of all relevant city codes that apply to the Commission 
Area and all decisions of the Committee shall be made in accordance therewith. The Public Services 
and Planning Committee shall receive and review existing and proposed area plans; and recommend 
guidelines for the comprehensive social, economic, commercial, and physical developments of the 
Commission Area. The Committee shall examine local legislation substantially affecting the area 
to implement plans in the Commission Area and shall develop means for citizen participation in 
any planning which affects the Commission Area. The Public Services and Planning Committee 
shall meet at the discretion of the Committee Chair, to conduct necessary and appropriate business, 
and with at least three (3) days' notice. The Committee shall report such business at the next regular 
meeting of the Commission and provide an annual Committee report at the Commission's Annual 
Meeting. 

D. The Public Relations Committee. The Public Relations Committee shall conduct all public 
relations activities, including but not limited to establishing media contacts, advertising the 
existence of the Commission, coordinating news and press releases, newsletters, and 
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Article VU. Elections 
Section 1. Election Procednre. All District Commissioners, the At-Large Resident, At-Large 
Business, At-Large Religious & Social Services, and At-Large Education Commissioners shall be 
elected by general election from the Commission Area. All Commissioners shall be registered to 
vote with the Franklin County Board of Elections, with the exception of the At-Large Youth 
Commissioner who is exempt from the voter registration requirement due to age. Commissioners 
shall be elected to serve as a delegate to the Commission to represent a specific geographic area as 
defined in these By-Laws or the Commission's Election Rules and shall represent all interests within 
the Commission Area and the interests within the Commissioner's respective area ofrepresentation. 
The Elections Committee shall present final election results to the Commission at its next meeting 
following the general election in the same year. 

The Commission shall accept such results by a simple majority vote of the Commissioners present 
and voting. The Secretary shall submit approved election results to the Mayor for appointment and 
concurrence of Council. 

Section 2. Elections Committee. The Elections Committee shall consist of one (1) appointed 
commissioner to serve as chairperson (who is not up for reelection) along with at least one(!) 
Commissioner and up to three (3) area residents appointed by the Chairperson with the approval of 
the Commission at the regular meeting in July of each year ( due to August Recess). Candidates for 
election, and individuals substantially connected with a candidate for election shall not be an election 
official, a member of the Elections Committee or polling staff in the year or years in which the 
candidate's name appears on the ballot. Vetting of qualifications for election is the responsibility of 
the committee as set forward in the election committee procedures and election packet. 

Section 3. Elections Committee Responsibilities. The Elections Committee shall accept any 
reasonably necessary volunteer assistance with the election process; provide for printing and 
distributing necessary forms, including, but not limited to petitions, ballots, and tallies; receive 
petitions and signed copies of the Commissioner Job Description Synopsis; locate polling places; 
certify persons who have qualified as candidates; conduct the election; hear and decide complaints 
concerning the election or campaign; and certify the winning candidates to the Commission pursuant 
to C.C. Section 3109.08 and all other activities incidental thereto. The Elections Committee shall 
properly notice and post a list of seats opening for District and At-large Commissioner at least 30 
days prior to the start of the elections process. This list shall also be posted publicly via electronic 
means. It is the responsibility of the Elections Committee to solicit candidates. Section 4. Election 
Process. Elections shall be by secret ballot and determined by plurality vote if three or more 
candidates vie for a single position: otherwise, a majority of votes cast shall elect. Any natural person 
eighteen (18) years of age or older who resides or owns real property in the Commission area (or 
portion thereof) may be an eligible elector. Electors must show proof of residency by providing a 
State Issued Identification Card or a utilities bill with the address of the individual wishing to vote 
that is located within the district. Electors need not be registered with the Franklin County Board of 
Elections but must be certified by the Elections Committee as an eligible elector. The Elections 
Committee shall conduct each election on the first Saturday in November or as otherwise hereafter 
determined by a majority vote of the Commission.

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VlH. Public Records 
The Commission shall adhere to all public record requirements in the Ohio Revised Code and 
Columbus City Code. The Commission shall maintain and make available for prompt inspection any 
public records in their possession. Storage of all records for the Columbus South Side Area 
Commission will be maintained at the South Side Pride Center located at 280 Reeb Avenue, 
Columbus, Ohio 43207 or at its subsequent re-location. Additional copies of minutes and By-Laws 
can be received by requesting copies be sent via email or regular mail by contacting the Recording 
Secretary by email with a copy to the Chairperson and Vice Chairperson. 

Article TX. Parliamentary Procedures and Authority 

Latest Edition of Robert's Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern in all cases to which they are 
applicable and not inconsistent with these By-Laws and any special rules of order the Commission 
may adopt. 

Article XI. t By-Laws 

Section 1. Procedure. These By-Laws may be amended as permitted in C.C. Section 3109.14 at any 
regular meeting of the Commission by an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Commissioners 
provided that the amendment was properly submitted in writing at the previous regular Commission 
meeting. The Recording Secretary shall file any approved amendment immediately after its adoption 
with the City Clerk for publication in the City Bulletin. Such amendment shall take effect ten (10) 
days after such publication per C.C. Section 121.05. Section 2. Review. In May of every even 
numbered year, the Commission By-Laws shall be reviewed by a Special Committee appointed by a 
majority vote of the Commission to determine whether revisions or amendments should be made 
thereto. 

These By-Laws are adopted this 27th day of September 2022.

By-Laws of the Columbus South Side Area Commission 

In accordance with Article V of the By-Laws and the Election Rules, one (1) Commissioner shall be 
elected from each of the nine (9) Districts set forth below to represent such District or geographic 
area identified therein. The District Commissioners shall be elected by a majority vote of the persons 
who reside or own real property in such District, and each District Commissioner shall maintain their 
residency in the District from which he or she was elected.

Columbus South Side Area Commission Zoning Policy 

The following are the steps to follow in order to complete the process for variances within the Columbus 
South Side Area Conunission (CSSAC) boundaries. 

Council Variances or BZA Applications: 

I. File application for demolition or variance with the City Buildings Department. 

2. Contact the CSSAC Zoning Chair, by email at (zoning chair email) to alert them that an 
application has been filed. 

3. Receipt of application from the City is necessary for the process to continue. No requests for 
variance will be considered until the application has been received by the CSSAC Zoning Chair 
from the city buildings department. 

4. Once the application has been received, an email or phone call will be sent to the applicant and 
area civic association representative informing them of the application and explanation of the 
request. Zoning Chair will forward application to each of the committee members and 
presidents of affected civic associations. Further, if the application is located on a border of an 
adjacent area conunission, the Zoning Chair shall notify said area commission. The civic 
association will have 45 days to return a recommendation to CSSAC. 

5. If the Zoning Chair determines a project is of significant magnitude to warrant additional notice 
and discussion, the Zoning Chair may issue appropriate 7-day public notice of a special, 
informational meeting to discuss the application, which the applicant is required to attend. The 
affected civic associations may request a public meeting via the Zoning Chair, which will be 
approved at the sole discretion of the Zoning Chair. Special meetings shall be conducted at a 
public location and open to the general public. 

6. Following special meetings as outlined in step 5 or in the event special meetings are not 
warranted, the applicant must attend the next scheduled civic association meeting to present the 
reasons for the request. Applicants are required to appear before the civic association no more 
than one time per application. 

7. Upon considering the request, the civic association will issue a reconunendation and send notice 
via email to the CSSAC Zoning Chair (zoning chair email) within 3 business days containing 
the completed City of Columbus approved zoning form including the outcome of the vote and

the integrity of the South Side of Columbus. It is important that you plan for this process in your 
timeline. The CSSAC highly recommends applicants engage the appropriate civic association early in 
the process, possibly before a formal application is submitted to the City, to ensure the process runs 
smoothly and as quickly as possible. 
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If a proposed amendment is adopted, it shall be filed immediately with the DON and will take effect 30 
days after publication in the City Bulletin. The amendment requires a certification that should include:
